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Cuvantul autorului

In urma cu mai mult de un deceniu reuseam si schitez o secventd din istoria
monetard a Dobrogei, anume circulatia monedei bizantine intre secolele IX-XI. Astazi,
inventariind un vast material numismatic, suntem in masurd sa decupam o alta —
circulatia monedei bizantine in secolele VI-VIII - pe teritoriul aceleiagi provincii
istorice. Cercetarea noastra are ca fundament rezultatele acumulate In mai mult de
patru decenii, prin eforturile stiintifice ale specialistilor si concretizate In zeci de
studii, articole, monografii numismatice ale unor situri arheologice.

Materialul analizat se gdseste In citeva colectii pe care consideram util sa le
enumeram si analizam succint:

Colectia Muzeului de Istorie Nationala si Arheologie Constanta cu un numar de
circa 1500 monede din secolele VI-VIII este publicata practic in totalitate, mai Intai
prin monografia din 2004 a trei specialisti legati de muzeul constantean prin debutul
lor profesional (Gh. Poenaru Bordea, Al Popeea, R. Ocheseanu). Suntem
recunoscdtori domnului G. Depeyrot si colegilor de la Institutul de Arheologie
,,Vasile Parvan” Bucuresti care au reusit sa aduca la lumina rezultatele unei munci de
peste 30 de ani. La monografia amintita sa addaugam articolele celor trei aparute de-a
lungul anilor. Legata tot de colectia constanteand si de unele particulare este si
activitatea autorului, reflectata In mai multe articole, cronici si studii privind loturile
monetare descoperite la Adamclisi, Capidava, Constanta, Harsova (colectia A.
Créciun), Pacuiul lui Soare, Oltina-,Capu Dealului”, Izvoarele-Sucidava Moesica etc.

Din colectia Institutului de Arheologie “Vasile Parvan” Bucuresti s-au publicat
in anul 2006 monedele de aur (autori A. Vilcu, T. Isvoranu, E. Nicolae) si piesele din
bronz - loturile Cernavoda-Axiopolis, Dinogetia, Isaccea-Noviodunum, Histria,
Pacuiul lui Soare si, mai nou, Constanta-Tomis. De aceea, asteptdm cu maxim interes
publicarea lotului de la Adamclisi-Tropaeum Traiani si a altora mai mici, ca si pe cele
provenind din colectii particulare.

Colectia Bibliotecii Academiei Romane, de asemenea, valorificatd prin
publicarea monografica a monedelor de aur in 2009 de catre A. Vilcu, are inca resurse
inedite, desi dintre piesele din bronz au fost publicate mici loturi in Cresterea
Colectiilor (1961-1975).

Colectia Muzeului National de Istorie a Romaniei, o colectie foarte bogatd, este
publicatd iIn mod sporadic. S-au editat descoperirile de la Capidava si parte din
colectia P. Papahagi preluata de la BAR. Fiind un muzeu cu acoperire nationald,
multe loturi din colectii particulare au ajuns aici prin achizitii, donatii sau confiscari,
la care putem adduga si piesele recoltate cu detectoarele de metale. Dintre acestea nu
s-a publicat Inca nimic.

Din colectia Institutului de Cercetari Eco-Muzeale , Gavrila Simion” Tulcea, desi
detine loturi insemnate, au fost publicate, uneori incomplet, descoperirile de la
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Nufdru, Murighiol-Halmyris, Slava Rusa-Ibida, Jurilovca-Argamum. Sunt de asteptat
loturile de la Isaccea-Noviodunum sau Ostrov-Beroe, ca si colectii particulare ajunse
in inventarele muzeului tulcean.

Colectia Muzeului Brdilei “Carol I” contine cateva zeci de piese ajunse acolo prin
donatii si achizitii si cunoscute partial prin stradania cercetdtorilor Gh. Poenaru
Bordea, R. Ocheseanu si A. Popescu.

Colectia Muzeului Dunadrii de Jos Céldrasi contine mai ales piese de la Ostrov—
Durostorum si Izvoarele-Sucidava, parte dintre ele publicate intr-o monografie
numismatica (autori M. Dima, D. Elefterescu), iar mai inainte intr-un scurt articol (T.
Papasima).

Din cele enumerate au fost recenzate un numar de peste 3500 piese repartizate
foarte neuniform pe suprafata provinciei (luam aici in considerare si zona de sud a
Dobrogei aflatd in granitele Bulgariei) de la locuri cunoscute cu o singura piesd
descoperita, pand la — putine este drept — locuri In care au fost descoperite sute de
piese.

Cercetarea noastra se inscrie intr-o serie de contributii care in final vor acoperi
intreaga istorie monetara a Dobrogei, contributii apartinand diferitelor generatii de
specialisti G.Talmatchi, Gh. Poenaru Bordea, A. Vertan, M. Iacob, R. Ocheseanu,
subsemnatul cu o primd contributie, Gh. Mdnucu Adamesteanu, E. Oberldnder-
Tarnoveanu (ordinea respecta cronologia tematicii lucrarilor).

Datoritd surselor de informare inca incomplete, din motive mai mult sau mai
putin obiective, studiul nostru reprezinta doar o etapa in descifrarea istoriei
circulatiei monetare din Dobrogea, oricand perfectibil si de completat. S-a dorit Insa
sa se redea o imagine cat mai inchegata, la care partile lipsa sa se adauge ca intr-un
adevarat puzzle istoric. Din acest motiv, orice sugestie, informatie sau interpretare este
oricand binevenita.

Nu 1n ultimul rand as dori sda aduc un prinos de recunostinta colegilor de la
muzeele din Bucuresti si Tulcea, celor de la cabinetul numismatic al Institutului de
Arheologie “Vasile Parvan” Bucuresti si cabinetul numismatic al Academiei Roméane
pentru informatiile pe care mi le-au pus la dispozitie.



Stadiul cercetarilor

Aparitia noilor determinatoare pentru monedele Imperiului Bizantin In anii
’70 ai secolului al XX-lea s-a dovedit un impuls deosebit de convingator pentru
studiul circulatiei monedei bizantine timpurii (protobizantine) in Peninsula
Balcanicd in general si in Romania in special. De atunci, generatii de cercetatori s-
au aplecat cu maxima atentie asupra acestui subiect, beneficiind uneori de bogatia
deosebita a colectiilor institutiilor de specialitate — institute de cercetare, muzee
locale sau centrale —. Exemplele sunt numeroase, dar cele mai pregnante trebuie
mentionate. B. Mitrea si-a legat o parte a activitdtii de descoperirile de la
Constanta, Dinogetia si Pacuiul lui Soare?, dar si de publicarea unor tezaure nord
dundrene2 Totodata, prin cronica descoperirilor publicatd timp de peste 30 de
ani, a adus in fata publicului cele mai recente piese aparute pe teritoriul
Romaniei.?

O. Iliescu a adus la lumina piesele din colectia Bibliotecii Academiei Roméane
in publicatia institutiei (Cresterea Colectiilor 1961-1975). C. Preda s-a preocupat
de inventarierea descoperirilor nord dunarene romanesti si din Dobrogea®, iar H.
Nubar (N. Hampartumian) este cel ce a sintetizat pentru prima data descoperirile
de la Histria si imprejurimi.>

Corifeii numismaticii bizantine dobrogene trebuie amintiti in mod deosebit.
Este vorba in primul rand de Gh. Poenaru Bordea cu numeroase contributii de-a
lungul intregii sale activitati, inclusiv cu introducerea, in premiera in Romania, a
statisticii numismatice in anii ‘80 ai secolului trecut.¢

Aldturi de acesta, nu trebuie omisi R. Ocheseanu’ si Al Popeea8,
colaboratorii sdi de nadejde. Celor trei le datordam si publicarea unei parti
importante a colectiei MINAC, din pacate postum?®.

Sa adaugam listei noastre cercetdatorii de la Tulcea, la inceputul carierei
stiintifice, E. Oberldander-Tarnoveanu® si Cristina Opait"! si continuatoarea in

Descoperirile nord-dundrene au preocupat unii cercetatori aflati in diferite
colturi din tara: V. Butnariu’®, Ana Maria Velter®, O. Toropu si V. Stanga® -
pentru Oltenia -, Gh. Poenaru Bordea?' si, din nou, E. Oberlander-Tarnoveanu cu
studii de amploare si o deschidere spre intreaga Peninsula Balcanica, rodul unei
substantiale teze de doctorat.2

Din enumerarea noastrd nu trebuie omisi doi cercetdtori cu contributii
insemnate, cu atadt mai mult cu cat au girul unor institutii prestigioase din SUA.
Am citat aici pe Fl. Curta cu preocupari tangentiale privind numismatica
bizantind din Balcani® si mai tandrul A. Gandilad cu studii si articole legate mai
mult de Scythia Minor, dar si de situatia generald a circulatiei monedei
bizantine?%. Lor trebuie sa il addugadm pe cercetdtorul A. Popescu cu studii privind

Daca pentru Roméania am facut o trecere In revista, cat de cat completd sa
nu-i uitdm pe specialistii bulgari, putini ca si cei roméani fata de vastitatea
materialului numismatic. In anii ‘70 activitatea de studiere a circulatiei monedei
bizantine era apanajul cercetdtoarei Jordanka Jurukova?®, activitate care a
continuat si mai tarziu (Arheologiia — 1972-1983). Ea se alatura astfel lui T.
Gerasimov, care prin cronica sa sustinutd de-a lungul a circa patru decenii
adusese la lumina tezaurele bizantine de pe teritoriul tarii vecine (IBAI - IAI).

Sd-i adaugam listei pe V. Parushev cu descoperirile de la Kaliakra sau cele
izolate din Dobrogea de Sud® si pe S. Torbatov cu sinteza sa privind descoperirile
de la Odartsi, tezaurele de la Zaldapa si Careas (Cap Shabla) 3'. Pe parcursul
indelungatei sale activitdti, J. Jordanov s-a aplecat si asupra descoperirilor
bizantine timpurii®?, ca de altfel si V. Penchev® si M. Dimitrov?, la care trebuie
addugati D. Vladimirova-Aladzova® si P. Georgiev®. Totusi, specificul
cercetarilor din Bulgaria este cu precddere adresat studiului tezaurelor si
depozitelor monetare si mai putin descoperirilor izolate, cu exceptiile notabile V.
Parushev, S.Torbatov, St. Mihailov, mai nou.?%

Dar un cuvant deosebit trebuie spus despre Cecile Morrisson care, dincolo
de numeroasele studii, articole si monografii dedicate problemei, impreuna cu o
echipa de cercetatori din Balcani, ne-a dat o sintezd excelentad despre tezaurele din
Europa sud-esticd si Orientul Apropiat.3

Consideratii istorico-numismatice

Perioada cuprinsa intre domnia lui Anastasius I (492 — 518) si cea a
imparatesei Irina (797 — 802 ) este intervalul temporal in care se situeaza analiza
noastral. Chiar daca situatia politico-militara, culturala si religioasa a provinciei a
fost luatd in discutie in nenumarate randuri? credem ca nu este de prisos o scurta
punere in temd, pentru a avea sub ochi cadrul istoric In care actioneaza
fenomenele monetare.

La sfarsitul secolului al V-lea Imperiul Bizantin reusise, pe calea armelor sau
a diplomatiei, sa inlature doud pericole mortale pentru existenta sa: amenintarea
huna (477 - ultima invazie) si cea ostrogota (488 — orientarea lor catre Italia) si sa
preia controlul de-a lungul Dunadrii mijlocii si de jos.

Sub domnia lui Anastasius I se reia politica activd la frontiera nordica a
imperiului. Masurile de reorganizare si refacere ale limes-ului se pot constata
documentar si arheologic3. Se iau si mdsuri de reorganizare bisericeasca prin
aparitia episcopiilor sufragane pentru arhiepiscopia Tomisului*. Totodatd, cele
mai importante pentru studiul nostru, se iau masuri de reformare a monedei si de
natura fiscald, masuri care vor ramane valabile cateva secole®. Stabilitatea puterii,
impreund cu reformele administrative si financiare, au adus imperiului
prosperitatea. Cu exceptia unor conflicte de mica insemnatate, situatia politico-
militard si economicd se prezintd infloritoares. In zona Dunérii de Jos sunt
consemnate unele agitatii ca: un raid al bulgarilor in Macedonia si Thessalia, In
anul 517 sau framantarile cu caracter religios si asediile capitalei de cétre Vitalian
(511-515)7. Mostenirea lui Anastasius I - stabilitatea politica si o rezerva de 23 de
milioane de nomisme - este punctul de plecare al strdlucitei epoci a lui
Justinianus I si a constituit baza politica, militara si financiara a acesteia.

Incepand cu Anastasius I pand la jumatatea secolului al VI-lea, limes-ul
danubian este consolidat, fortificatiile sunt reparate sau chiar reconstruite, se
creaza un sistem de apdrare esalonat in adancime pentru stavilirea raidurilor
barbare. Politica de anvergura promovata de Justinianus I se reflectd si In
provincia transdundreana prin numeroasele constructii si reparatii efectuate in
toate colturile ei®.

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Rézboaielor de la frontierele de vest si est (Italia si Persia), care absorb cea
mai mare parte a resurselor imperiului, li se adauga un factor neasteptat care
loveste in planurile universaliste ale lui Justinianus I. Este vorba de aparitia
ciumei si ravagiile pe care le face aceasta boald in intregul imperiu (541-544), mai
ales in zonele urbane dens populate®. Prin virulenta si revenirile sale, boala duce
la disparitia unui numar important de locuitori, producdtori de bunuri, platitori
de impozite si potentiali recruti pentru armata imperiala. Revenirile ei la diferite
intervale de timp creazd o stare de nesigurantd si, In acelasi timp, o criza
demografica si financiara pe care conducdtorii imperiului cu greu le pot gestiona.
In aceste conditii, invaziile populatiilor din nordul Dunirii devin tot mai
frecvente si mai pustiitoare pentru provinciile balcanice.

Pentru a intdri siguranta provinciei Scythia Justinianus I o integreaza,
impreund cu Moesia Secunda intr-o mare unitate administrativ-financiara si
militard questura Justiniana exercitus (alaturi de zone bogate si ferite de raiduri —
Caria, Cipru, insulele Ciclade), cu sediul comandamentului la Odessos si un vicar
la Tomis, cel putin pana in timpul lui Tiberius II Constantin'. Ca reflex al situatiei
dificile in aceiasi ani, arhiepiscopiile Tomisului si Odessosului primesc aprobarea
de a-si putea instrdina bunurile imobiliare pentru a putea rdscumpara populatia
cazuta in robie (544)2

In aceastd situatie de nesigurantd a vietii cotidiene, agricultura provinciei
decade, se restrang suprafetele cultivate, se cresc animale si se practicd, pe spatii
restranse, gradinaritul, inclusiv in interiorul oraselor, pe terenurile rdmase libere
de constructii’®. Este asa-numita ruralizare a oraselor, care addpostesc in spatii
asigurate de incinte fortificate un numar tot mai mare de persoane, multe cu
ocupatii rurale si care sunt constranse sa isi asigure mijloacele de subzistenta.

Situatia capata un caracter din ce In ce mai dramatic in timpul domniei lui
Justinus II si a succesorilor sai, pe fundalul reinceperii rdzboiului bizantino-
persan, ale unor reveniri ale ciumei si a stabilirii in Pannonia a avarilor. Raidurile
acestora, de multe ori impreuna cu slavii de la Dundrea de Jos, capatd un caracter
endemic si aratd, in acelasi timp, o strategie bine ganditd de lichidare a stapanirii
bizantine in Balcani.

In ultimele decenii cercetatorii au stabilit cu certitudine ca limes-ul dunarean
cedeazd sub loviturile barbare in etape si pe anumite sectoare, incepand de la
Dundrea de Mijloc pana la varsare's. Sectorul Dunarii de Jos intre Durostorum —
Halmyris rezista intr-o masura mai mare, desi presiunea avaro-slavad creste in
ultimele doud decenii ale secolului al VI-lea si la inceputul celui urmédtor. Dupa
anul 602 putine sunt fortificatiile care 1si mai pdastreaza rolul defensiv's, in cele
mai multe existand doar o locuire civild, cu iluzia ca resturile zidurilor de aparare

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pot asigura o anumitd siguranta'”. Marile orase ale Scythiei si Moesiei Secunda 1si
continud existenta, cel putin pana la marele raid din anii 614-6195.

Urmarind locurile de descoperire ale tezaurelor/depozitelor monetare si
monedele care incheie seriile de descoperiri izolate (individuale), ne putem face o
idee mai precisa despre directiile unor raiduri barbare care au strabatut cele doua
provincii dintre Dundre si Marea Neagra. Totodata, putem aprecia cu destula
exactitate amploarea daunelor produse zonei analizate.

Atacurile de la Inceputul secolului al VI-lea nu au avut impact asupra
circulatiei monetare In provincie, ca de altfel, nici miscarea provincialilor condusa
de Vitalian, fapt oglindit in evolutia volumului monedei de pe piata. Abia cele
doua raiduri ale bulgarilor din anul 540 ar putea fi cauza ascunderii/pierderii
unor tezaure pe litoralul Marii Negre, In partea sudicd a provinciei la Kaliakra,
Osenovo, Zlatnii Piasati sau mai departe la Pomorie.

Urmadrind seriile monetare din diferitele loturi avute la dispozitie, observam
ca agitatia anilor 546-551, cu posibila asezare a antilor in cetatea Turris?, dar mai
ales cu prezenta bandelor de jefuitori slavi In provincie, in zona cetatilor Adina si
Ulmetum?, este posibil sa fie cauza unei rarefieri, chiar pauze, in circulatia din
unele asezari rurale, urbane si fortificatii. Numadarul mic de descoperiri in unele
cazuri ne face sa fim prudenti In afirmatii, dar trebuie mentionatd, totusi, aceasta
posibilitate.

Din randul asezarilor rurale posibil afectate mentionam Bdraganu, Constanta
— Viile Noi si Palazu Mic, la care se adauga cartierele civile de la Halmyris si
Odartsi®. Sa addugam aici posibila asezare din cartierul Anadolchioi (Constanta),
unde a fost descoperit un tezaur monetar in anul 1929%. Fortificatiile, cu exceptia
Enisalei, se afla pe limes-ul dundrean. De asemenea, sa mentionam ca in lotul
Constanta exista o rarefiere Intre anii 549-555, in cel de la Iglita intre 543-548, in
cel de la Izvoarele 543-548, iar la Kavarna, pe langd acest hiatus (543-554), s-a
gasit un tezaur pierdut/ascuns in acesti ani?*. Agitatia pare sd se stingd la
inceputul anilor ‘50 ai secolului, probabil datorita lichidarii bandelor de jefuitori.

Mai periculos pare sa fi fost atacul kutrigur din anul 558/559, care afecteaza
numai puncte fortificate si orase din provincie. Am putea avea o indoiala cu
privire la Histria, Isaccea si cartierul civil de la Halmyris unde intreruperea
seriilor monetare este de unu-doi ani. Celelalte fortificatii sunt afectate intr-o
masurd mai mare, unele avand nevoie de cativa ani pentru a-si reveni, ca in cazul
cel mai cunoscut al Dinogetiei®. Atacul asupra fortificatiilor si oraselor arata forta
si Indrdzneala invadatorilor care vor fi cu greu respinsi de fortele imperiale?.

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Totusi, distrugerile si pagubele provocate de invazie sunt relative rapid
inlaturate?.

Odata cu stabilirea avarilor In Pannonia creste insda gradul de distrugere a
provinciei prin indesirea atacurilor si prin durata lor. Slavii si avarii ajung sa
stationeze ani In sir pe teritoriul imperiului, pe care il jefuiesc sistematic. O
asemenea situatie se constata la sfarsitul anilor '70, cand cetele de slavi strabat
timp de patru ani intreaga Peninsuld Balcanica pradand si devastand asezarile
bizantine?.

In Dobrogea imaginea este de jaf si distrugere generalizate. Din 36 de puncte
recenzate, noua fortificatii, sapte asezari si un cartier civil (Odartsi) sunt distruse
definitiv. Sunt afectate orasele dundrene (Sucidava-Izvoarele, Axiopolis-
Cernavoda, Capidava, Carsium-Harsova, Troesmis-Iglita, Halmyris-Murighiol)
sau din centrul provinciei (Zaldapa, Ibida). Din cauza nesigurantei se ascund
tezaure monetare la Durostorum, Axiopolis, Topalu(?), Halmyris (doua) si poate
la Ibida.

Raidul avar din anul 587 loveste pe directia sud si din cele 14 puncte
identificate ca victime, 10 1si inceteaza existenta. Este vorba de doua orase —
Zaldapa si Sucidava Moesica -, sapte fortificatii — Balik, Canlia, Pacuiul lui Soare,
Polkovnik Diajovo, Vodniantsi, Topola - si probabil cartierul civil de la Halmyris.
Acum sunt ascunse tezaure la Zaldapa, Tropaeum Traiani si Capidava. Se observa
cd atacul avar vizeaza destructurarea sistemului de fortificatii al provinciei.

Ultimul deceniu al secolului al VI-lea este o alternare de campanii ofensive
imperiale in teritoriul nord dundrean cu raiduri slave si avare in provinciile
balcanice. In acest deceniu consemnam cel putin doui astfel de incursiuni slave in
593 si 595 si una avara In anii 597-598 (poate si in anul 590/591), cu ocazia ultimei
desfasurandu-se si asediul capitalei provinciei, Tomis (primavara anului 598).
Chiar daca in unele locuri fortificate exista informatii privind o locuire in secolul
al VIl-lea si se mai descopera monede de la Phocas si Heraclius, fortificatiile
limes-ului isi pierd rolul militar, iar altele 1si inceteazad definitiv existenta.
Provincia este ruinata si devastatd, supravietuiesc numai orasele puternice, cu
fortificatii inca functionale si o locuire intensd. Din cele 29 de puncte inventariate
ca tinte ale acestor raiduri, supravietuiesc orasele Axiopolis, Noviodunum,
Halmyris pe Dunare, Histria, Tomis, Callatis, Acres, pe tarmul marii si Ibida in
interiorul Scythiei. La Tropaeum Traiani inceteaza locuirea de tip urban ca si la
Argamum si probabil la Carsium, dar Troesmis este distrus definitiv. Si atacurile
din acest deceniu sunt cauza ascunderii mai multor tezaure, dupa cum urmeaza:
Tropaeum Traiani, Ibida(?), Strunga, Histria (trei).

In sfarsit, anul 602, crucial pentru granita dunireand a Imperiului Bizantin,
aduce mari daune, mai ales unor asezari de pe litoral, iar pe limes numai
Sacidavei?®. La Axiopolis si la Histria se ascund tezaure, cel dundrean apartinand
foarte probabil unui militar transferat aici din Orient®. Tot acum se ingroapa
tezaure la Balgarevo si Ulmetum.

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Reinceperea razboiului bizantino-persan duce la retragerea trupelor de la
Dundre si transferarea lor pe frontul oriental (604). In aceste conditii, marele raid
avaro-slav inceput probabil in anul 614 va lichida orice urma de locuire de tip
romano-bizantin si va arunca intreaga Peninsula Balcanica intr-o perioada de
ruralizare, cu o economie naturala inlocuind schimburile marfi-bani.

Decenii in sir, Dobrogea ramane in atentia curtii de la Constantinopol, dar
nu mai existd mijloace pentru a sustine pretentiile teritoriale. Monedele din
secolul al VII-lea, Inca destul de frecvente, sigiliile de functionari, ecleziasti si
chiar imperiale pot fi probe pentru supravietuirea in zona a unor puncte de
sprijin pentru flota bizantind. In fostele orase, infloritoare altddatd, Durostorum,
Noviodunum, Tomis, Callatis, iar mai spre sud Odessos si Mesembria, exista Inca
nuclee de locuire ce pot sprijini interesele bizantine.

Cercetarile recente ale lui A. Madgearu aduc in fata noastra ipoteza stabilirii
unor sefi avari care controlau din punct de vedere militar, cel putin zona
danubiano-pontica. In sprijinul acestei ipoteze vine si descoperirea unui mormant
de calaret la Runcu?.

Campania de la Dunare din anul 680 sfarsita cu dezastrul armatei bizantine
si stabilirea triburilor bulgare in interiorul granitelor bizantine vor separa
provinciile dundrene de centrul imperiului pentru aproape trei secole.

Rarele legaturi dintre cele doua zone se datoreaza expeditiilor militare
antibulgare ale imparatilor de la Constantinopol.

Analizand numadrul si rdspandirea monedelor emise de autoritatile bizantine
si densitatea urmelor asezarilor rurale, urbane si a fortificatiilor din teritoriul
studiat, putem afirma cu toatad siguranta ca in cursul secolului al VI-lea aici se
desfdsoara o viata social-economicd activa, cu o economie de schimb, bazata pe
circulatia bunurilor si a banilor, pand in cele mai indepartate locuri.

Perioada analizata din punct de vedere al circulatiei monetare (498-802)
succede secolului al V-lea d.Chr., pe parcursul caruia Imperiul Roman de Résarit
s-a aflat In pragul colapsului sub loviturile, in principal, ale Confederatiei hunice,
iar mai apoi ale ostrogotilor.

Tabloul circulatiei banesti al epocii aratd caracterul insular al acesteia, cu
predilectie in asezari fortificate, fie urbane, fie puncte de sprijin fortificate in
provincie.

Din cele 45 de locuri cu descoperiri monetare datate in secolul al V-lea®, 71%
sunt fortificate si numai 29% reprezinta presupuse asezari civile cu caracter rural.

De asemenea, repartitia tezaurelor si depozitelor monetare ascunse/pierdute
in aceasta perioada este sugestiva pentru caracterizarea de mai 1nainte. O singurd
descoperire nu este localizatd intr-un oras sau fortificatie dobrogeana.3

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In urma inventarierii descoperirilor monetare dintre 498, anul reformei
sistemului monetar bizantin, pana in anul 802, reper temporal pentru inceputul
unei analize publicate In urma cu aproape doua decenii®¥, vom examina, din
perspective variate, situatia circulatiei monedei bizantine pe teritoriul Dobrogei.3

Situatia descoperirilor numismatice din fortificatii si din asezdrile urbane
este mult mai buna si poate fi studiata mai usor, spre deosebire de siturile rurale.
Acest fapt se intampla pentru ca cercetdrile arheologice de anvergura s-au facut
cu precadere in mediul militar si urban si mai putin In cel rural. Garnizoanele
stationate In fortificatiile si orasele Scythiei, prin casieriile militare sunt surse,
suplimentare si semnificative, de alimentare a pietei monetare provinciale cu
numerar nou emis in atelierele imperiale.

Provinciile de margine — Scythia si Moesia Secunda - in cazul nostru, in
raport cu cele din interior, lipsite de garnizoane, prin cererile suplimentare de
furnituri pentru necesitatile unitatilor stationate, impulsioneaza economia locald,
accelereaza rotatia banului. De asemenea, franeazd tendintele spre economia
naturald. In acelasi timp, plusul de numerar nou intrat pe piati, pentru platile
catre functionarii civili si militari, este benefic pentru un teritoriu care suferise
devastari, mobilizand fortele locale in vederea refacerii economiei.

Din analiza rdspandirii emisiunilor fiecdrei domnii vom Incerca sa extragem
cateva concluzii privind circulatia monetara pentru intreaga provincie.

Emisiunile lui Anastasius din perioada 498-512 sunt prezente in 13 (15)
orage, 5 fortificatii si 1 (2) asezari*. Se observa ca, in proportie de peste 90%
descoperirile se gasesc In mediul urban si militar, ambele beneficiind de
fortificatii defensive.

Cunoscand activitatea intensda de refacere, reparare si extindere a
fortificatiilor dobrogene din vremea lui Anastasius I%, aceasta distributie nu mira
pe nimeni. Astfel, In acest moment este clar ca moneda reflectd mai mult o
activitate militard si de constructie decat o viata economica activa.

Pentru perioada 512-518 situatia se imbunatateste, cifrele fiind in crestere.
Emisiunile monetare sunt prezente in 17 orase, 12 (13) fortificatii si 8 (11) asezari*.
Ele reprezintd un procent de circa o treime din totalul descoperirilor. Aceste
calcule ne arata dublarea volumului circulatiei monetare pe teritoriul provinciei si
mai ales inceputul circulatiei banesti In zona rurald. Aici avem de-a face cu o
crestere spectaculoasa de peste 500% fata de perioada precedenta.

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Situatia economiei monetare continua sa se imbunatateasca in timpul lui
Justinus I, de la care avem cifre marite pentru toate categoriile de situri: 17 orage,
14 fortificatii, 14 (21) asezari®. Procentul calculat in cazul acestei domnii este de
circa 40%, cu observatia cd raspandirea monedei In mediul rural are o crestere de
cel putin 75%. Este rezultatul unor ani de liniste pe limes-ul dundrean si a unei
activitati constructive sustinute

Putem vorbi de existenta unei economii monetare, inca limitata la zonele
urbane, dar aflata in plind expansiune.

Epoca lui Justinianus I, de aproape patru decenii, cu evenimente politice si
militare majore, foarte diverse si cu conditii socio-economice si naturale diferite,
este tratata totusi In intregul ei, in mare parte din lipsa de precizie a informatiilor
privitoare la documentul numismatic. Cu celelalte analize Iintreprinse pe
parcursul lucrdrii speram cd ne apropiem totusi de tabloul real al circulatiei
monetare din provincia transdunareana.

Descoperiri monetare din intervalul 527-565 s-au facut in 18 orase, 25 (26)
fortificatii si 22 (33) asezari*. Calculul diseminarii acestora arata 55,55% (65,81%),
procente din totalul punctelor cu descoperiri, ceea ce constituie maximum pentru
intregul interval studiat. Este momentul afirmarii economiei de tip deschis,
marfa-bani, pe teritoriul provinciei. In mediul rural observim o crestere de peste
50% a raspandirii monedei fatd de perioada anterioara.

Se observa, de asemenea, progresul circulatiei in mediul militar datorita
cresterii numarului de fortificatii, prin eforturile intreprinse in prima jumatate a
domniei.?

Cu exceptia atacului devastator al kutrigurilor din anul 559, celelalte, desi
numeroase, nu marcheaza In mod semnificativ viata social-economicd a
provinciei, fapt demonstrat si de documentul numismatic.

Pentru domnia lui Justinus II, cifrele dispersiei monedei bizantine se
prezinta astfel: 17 orase, 26 fortificatii, 18 (28) asezari*. Procentual, cifra de 52,14%
(60,68%) nu este mult diferitd de domnia precedentd. Datele aratd stabilitatea
economiei urbane si rezistenta limes-ului dunarean. In acelasi timp insi incep si
se resimtd, din cauza invaziilor, asezdrile deschise, fara aparare. Are loc
retragerea Intr-un ritm accelerat a populatiei rurale in orase, la adapostul
zidurilor.3

In mediul rural constatdm o scidere de aproape 20% a distributiei monedei.
Numeroase asezari isi Inceteazd existenta. Toate aceste fenomene se Intdmpla in
timp ce cantitatea de monedd In epocd creste atingand cifrele maxime ale
intervalului. Sigur, aceasta se intampla si pe fondul unei inflatii In crestere®.

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Cifrele domniei lui Tiberius II Constantin prefigureaza dezastrul economiei
din provincia danubiano-ponticd. Descoperirile monetare dintre anii 578-582 se
gasesc in 16 orage, 8 fortificatii si 1 agsezare rurald. Ele reprezinta doar 21,36% din
totalul punctelor recenzate pentru perioada 498-619.

Diseminarea monedelor se face numai in mediul urban, ceea ce da economiei
un aspect insular. Din nou, la fel ca in prima etapa a domniei lui Anastasius I,
aprovizionarea cu numerar se indreapta catre mediul militar si urban (96% din
descoperiri). Observam, de asemenea, prabusirea limes-ului, de la 26 fortificatii
alimentate cu solde, la numai 8, adica sub 33%. Cifrele aratda impactul deosebit de
grav pe care l-au avut raidurile prelungite ale slavilor, din anii "80 ai secolului al
VI-lea. Practic, ele au obturat canalele de patrundere ale monedei bizantine in
mediul rural si au afectat grav circulatia in mediul militar si urban.

Eforturile lui Mauricius Tiberius de a tine limes-ul dundrean sub control se
observa din cifrele oferite de dispersia monetara corespunzatoare anilor 582-602.
Descoperirile monetare se regdsesc in 17 orase, 15 (16) fortificatii, 10 (12) asezari”,
ceea ce procentual Inseamna 35,90% (38,46%). Revenim la situatia din timpul
domniei lui Justinus I, cu deosebirea ca atunci tendinta era de crestere, iar in acest
caz este de scadere, cu accente de dezastru - disparitia unor orase si fortificatii
mari, ascunderea unor tezaure - .

Economia monetara 1si accentueaza caracterul insular, ba chiar volumul de
monedd scade in comparatie cu domniile anterioare (cu exceptia celei a lui
Tiberius II Constantin).

Pentru domnia lui Phocas, cifrele dispersiei monetare in teritoriu se prezinta
astfel: 14 orage, 4 fortificatii, 3 (7) asezari*. Procentual avem 17,95% (21,37%)
descoperiri fata de totalul secolului. Numadrul asezarilor este In descrestere prin
disparitia multora sub loviturile raidurilor avaro-slave, volumul de moneda in
mediul urban este In scadere. Fortificatiile si-au pierdut rolul militar, fiind
distruse sau abandonate, chiar daca nu in totalitate.4

O proportie de cca 86% dintre descoperiri provine din mediul urban si
militar. Practic, circulatia monetard in afara zidurilor oraselor nu mai exista.

In sfarsit, descoperirile monetare din timpul lui Heraclius — numai pentru
intervalul 610-618 - se repartizeaza astfel: 12 orase, 5 fortificatii, 1 (2) asezari”.
Procentual, aceste cifre Inseamna 15,38% (16,24%) din totalul descoperirilor
intervalului analizat.

Orasele se imputineaza prin distrugerea lor de catre invadatori si disparitia
locuitorilor — ucisi, inrobiti sau plecati in bdjenie — pentru ca dupa raidurile din
anii 614-619 nici sa nu se mai poata vorbi de existenta vreunei asezari urbane in
zona, fortificatiile fiind abandonate/distruse, iar viata urbana desfiintata.

Dupa atacurile devastatoare avaro-slave din anii 614-619 provincia Scythia
si, de fapt, toatd zona pana la Balcani se afla intr-o stare dezastruoasa din punct
de vedere politic, administrativ, economic, demografic, militar etc. Tabloul

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descoperirilor monetare este deosebit de sugestiv. Emisiuni dintre anii 618-641 au
fost gasite In doar trei situri dobrogene: Harsova (K, CON, 629/30); Mangalia (IB,
ALEX, 618-28; M, CON, 629/30), Silistra (IB, ALEX, 618-29; 628/29; 632-41; 641;
HEX, CON, 615-25; 625-29; M, CON, 639/40; K, RAV, 619/20), iar pentru cinci
monede nu se cunoaste provenienta (HEX, CON 610-641; TREM CON 610-641; K
CON 629/30; K RAV 625/26; M, CON, 641).

Piesele pentru plata soldelor (hexagramele) si prezenta monedelor doar in
locuri cu importantd militara — pe Dunare si tarmul marii — sunt indicii clare ale
caracterului exclusiv militar al acestei penetratii monetare.

Se remarcd aparitia unor monetdrii exotice in zona — Alexandria si mai ales
Ravenna — legate, probabil, de sosirea unor trupe din alte regiuni ale Imperiului.

Din cele enumerate rezulta interesul incd viu al administratiei centrale
pentru granita de nord a Imperiului in conditiile complexe politice si militare in
care acesta supravietuieste: asediul Constantinopolului, razboiul bizantino-persan
si expansiunea araba.*

Din timpul lui Constans II existd descoperiri la Constanta (M CON, 642/43; K
CON 641-668; M CON 663/64-665/66; K CON? 658-68; M CAR 663/64-668), Isaccea
(AV CON 641-46; M CON?) si Silistra (HEX CON 648-51; M CON 642/43; 645/46;

Pentru patru monede nu se
cunoaste locul descoperirii (AV CON 662-67; SEM CON 641-68; M CON 655-58, K
CAR 647-59). Domnia lui Constantin IV este reprezentatd prin descoperirile de la
Agighiol (HEX CON 668/69), Histria-sat (AV CON), Lunca (AV CON), Mangalia
(M CON 684/85), Niculitel ( HEX CON 674-81), Silistra (AV CON 668-85; HEX
CON 669; HEX CON 674-81; M CON 674-81; I CON 669-74) si Tulcea (AV CON).
Pentru o jumatate de tremissis (668-85) nu se cunoaste locul descoperirii.

Se observa preponderenta emisiunilor din metal pretios, ceea ce ne duce cu
gandul la stipendii si tributuri sau solde pentru trupele din teren. Disiparea
descoperirilor pe litoral si pe Dunare este dovada interesului militar in zona al
Imperiului si nicidecum existenta unei economii de schimb.

Secolul al VII-lea se incheie cu descoperiri de la Justinianus II (M CON
686/87) de la Topalu si trei piese de la Tiberius III Apsimar, una gasitd la
Constanta (M CON 698/99) si doud pe teritoriul dobrogean (AR CON; M CON
701/02). La Balcik este consemnata o piesd din bronz de la Leontios. Concentrarea
acestor piese credem cd poate fi pusd pe seama miscarilor de trupe legate de
detronarea si apoi repunerea pe tron a lui Justinianus II.

Sa observam ca pentru opt decenii (620-700) nu avem decat 11 locuri in care
s-au facut descoperiri monetare, iar numarul pieselor este de numai 50, din care
17 din metal pretios (9 din argint, 8 din aur).

Dupa distrugerile din deceniul al II-lea al secolului, remarcam cd instalarea
triburilor bulgare la 680 pe teritoriul Imperiului Bizantin lichideaza orice urma
de viata economica in teritoriul dintre Dunare si Marea Neagra. Tezaurele de la
Constanta, Casimcea, Silistra (?), Valea Teilor, vin sa ilustreze si ele starea de
nesiguranta care domnea pe teritoriul provinciei, stare care se va instala si in zone

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mai apropiate de capitala imperiald. Este cazul tezaurelor de la Varna® si
Nesebar#, reflectare a acestei noi situatii aparute in fata administratiei bizantine.

Pentru circa 100 de ani constatam un desert monetar, Intrerupt doar de
patrunderi simbolice ale monedelor imperiale: Philipikos (I CON 711/12), fara loc
de descoperire; Constantin V cu descoperiri la Constanta (M SYR 751-755) si
Ovcearovo ( M ?), Leon IV cu descoperiri la Constanta (M CON 776-80) si Silistra
(K CON 776-80) sau fara loc precizat (M CON 776/78) si, in sfarsit, Constantin VI
si Irina cu descoperiri la Balcik (AE) si Telerig (AR CON 780-797).

Avem, astfel, doar cinci locuri in care s-au descoperit opt monede esalonate
pe mai mult de un secol, cifre elocvente pentru situatia de la Dundrea de Jos.

Pe teritoriul Scythiei in perioada analizatd sunt prezente 11 monetarii, cea de
la Constantinopol de departe cu cele mai numeroase exemplare, pana la monetarii
cu prezentd simbolicA — Roma, Alexandria, Chersones, Ravenna, Sicilia
(Syracuza).

Emisiunile depind de perioadele de functionare, dar si de fluxurile monetare
care se formeaza iIn activitatea economicd, militard, administrativa si chiar
politica.

Pentru piesele la care se cunoaste locul de emisiune, tabelul urmator este
extrem de sugestiv.

Observam ca de la Anastasius I sunt prezente trei din patru monetarii,
capitala avand o prezenta covarsitoare (95%). Nicomedia (4%) si Antiochia (1%)
nu pot fi considerate semnificative pentru circulatia epocii.

La Justinus I sunt prezente cinci monetdrii din cele sapte functionale,
Constantinopolul cu 81,62% si Nicomedia cu 13,78% fiind cele reprezentative.
Cyzicus (3%) si Antiochia (1,35%) arata ca exista o palidad penetratie dinspre acea
zona a Imperiului. Chersones cu o piesa (0,27%) este o aparitie exotica.

In timpul lui Justinianus I sunt prezente toate cele 11 monetarii care au batut
monedd. Clasamentul este: Constantinopol (64%) si Nicomedia (17%), cu o
prezentd semnificativa. Pe locurile urmdtoare, cu mici diferente intre ele, Cyzicus
(5,61%), Antiochia (5,44%), Thessalonica (5,17%), apoi Cartagina (1,16%). In
sfarsit, cu o prezenta simbolicd, amintim Roma (0,27%), Alexandria si Ravenna
(0,18%), Chersones si Sicilia (0,09%).

Cu domnia lui Justinus II ierarhia monetdriilor se modifica prin aparitia
Thessalonicului pe locul al Il-lea (29,59%) dupa capitald, care se mentine pe
primul loc, dar intr-o proportie semnificativ mai redusa (43,34%). Urmatoarele
locuri sunt ocupate de Nicomedia (19%), Cyzicus (6,18%) si Antiochia (1,91%),
procentul detinut de Thessalonica fiind cel mai mare din intregul interval.

Observam ca din cele 11 monetdrii, inclusiv cea mobild, sunt prezente numai
cinci.

La Tiberius II Constantin, cu sase prezente din noua (inclusiv cea mobila),
clasamentul este urmatorul: Constantinopol (52,94%), Nicomedia (31,76),
Antiochia (8,24%) — cel mai mare procent atins in intreaga perioada — Thesalonica
(5,88%) si Cyzicus (1,18%).

In timpul lui Mauricius Tiberius clasamentul revine la forma din vremea lui
Justinus II: Constantinopol (53,77%), Thessalonica (25,97%), Nicomedia (10,39%),
Cyzicus (6,23%) si Antiochia (3,38%). Emisiunea de la Chersones (0,26%)
introduce in peisajul monetar si zona de nord a Marii Negre. Din cele 12
monetdrii — inclusiv cea mobila — sunt prezente sase ateliere.

Domnia lui Phocas este reprezentata prin cinci monetdrii din cele 10
functionale: Constantinopol (60%), Nicomedia (15,56%), Cyzicus (14,81%),
Antiochia si Thessalonica (ambele cu 4,44%).

Cu domnia lui Heraclius ne iIntoarcem la dominatia covarsitoare a
Constantinopolului (70,31%), urmat de Nicomedia (20,31%), Cyzicus (4,69%),
Thessalonica (3,13%) si Roma (1,56%). Sunt prezente cinci ateliere monetare din
cele 15.

Clasamentul general al perioadei pe ateliere monetare, se prezinta astfel:

I. Constantinopol - 59,93%

II. Nicomedia — 16,13%

III. Thessalonica — 14,53%

IV. Cyzicus - 5,40%

V. Antiochia - 3,28%

VI. Cartagina - 0,36%
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VII. Ravenna - 0,11%
VIII. Alexandria — 0.08%
IX. Chersones — 0,08%

La acestea se adaugd atelierele din Ravenna si Sicilia cu cate o singura
emisiune.

Sa remarcam cresterea numarului de monetarii prezente in provincie de la
Anastasius I, Justinus I pana la Justinianus I — cand le gasim in totalitate — urmata
apoi de o descrestere (in general 50% din numadrul atelierelor functionale) pana la
primele doud decenii ale secolului al VII-lea. Acesta este imaginea fluxurilor
monetare care se Indreapta spre Scythia pentru a acoperi nevoile de numerar ale
pietei. In toate cazurile, emisiunile capitalei sunt dominante in mod substantial.

ABRIT - ZALDAPA

Din orasul care se intindea pe o suprafata de peste 25 ha*, au fost recoltate
19 piese din bronz esalonate de la Anastasius I la Justinus II (574/75)%. Lipsa
pieselor izolate dupa aceastd data ne face sa presupunem cd orasul a fost victima
raidurilor slave din anii 576-580%. Un tezaur cu monede din aur incheiat la 583/84
ne duce la ipoteza ca sfarsitul sitului se leaga fie de atacul avar din 586/87, fie, mai
putin probabil, de cel slav din 593-5944.

ADAMCLISI - TROPAEUM TRAIANI

Oras deja secular, cu o incinta care inchidea o suprafatd de 9 ha*®, are o viata
economica importantd, dovada descoperirile monetare din prima perioadd a
domniei lui Anastasius L. in perioada a II-a (512-518) circulatia se accentueazd,

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coeficientul folles/an reforma crescand de peste 3,5 ori (368%). In timpul
succesorului sau acest coeficient este de peste doua ori mai mare fatd de etapa
512-518 (229%).

in timpul lui Justinianus I, In etapa 527-538, coeficientul folles/an reforma
scade la jumadtate, fara sa existe o explicatie valabila pentru acest fenomen, poate
cu exceptia atacurilor huno-bulgaro-slave din anii 528-529, care au ajuns pana in
Thracia.?

Etapa 538-542 semnaleazda o crestere de aproape 2,5 ori fatd de etapa
precedentd, pe un fond de liniste si efort constructiv din partea autoritatilor
imperiale.5!

Nu mai este cazul pentru urmatoarele perioade ale domniei lui Justinianus I,
542-550, respectiv 550-565, care nu mai reprezinta decat cca 40% din etapa
anterioard. Circulatia Intre 543/44-565 este rarefiata (cca 1-4 monede pe an, cu
unele intreruperi). Orasul nu este, Insd, afectat de raidul kutrigurilor condusi de
Zabergan (558/59).

in timpul lui Justinianus I se constata (in general in cazul oraselor existd
aceasta caracteristica) cresterea ponderii monedei madarunte in totalul pieselor
circulate. Media pe domnie este de 46%, dar in perioada 550-565 procentul a ajuns
la un varf de 65%. Acest fapt se datoreaza scaderii productiei monedelor de
valoare mare in atelierul din capitala si cresterii productiei de piese marunte (1/4
si 1/8 follis). In acelasi timp, este de notat cresterea circulatiei monedei marunte ca
urmare a monetizarii economiei, a maririi numarului tranzactiilor cotidiene
marfa-bani.

In etapa 565-570 se constata o crestere de peste trei ori a valorii coeficientului
folles/an reforma fata de perioada precedenta. Nu se verifica o ipoteza mai veche
privind un raid avar asupra orasului in anul 566%, seria descoperirilor izolate
fiind continua.

Etapa 570-578 inregistreaza o crestere fatd de precedenta de aproape 50%.
Moneda marunta prezenta in descoperiri reprezinta insa doar 6%, ceea ce arata un
recul al economiei de piatd, in ciuda cresterii numerarului. De altfel, in timpul lui
Justinus II se inregistreaza pusee inflationiste in circulatia monetara.

Descoperirile din timpul lui Tiberius II Constantin, chiar daca sunt reduse,
pastreaza continuitatea.

in timpul lui Mauricius Tiberius situatia economicad se deterioreaza si din
analiza tezaurelor gasite In oras putem concluziona ca raidul avar din 586/87 a
atins cetatea®, raid urmat de cel din 592 sau poate 595 care a pus capat locuirii de
tip urban la Tropaeum Traiani**. Doua monede din 597/98, respectiv 608/09, ne
arata ca intre ruinele orasului locuirea a mai continuat un numar de ani, pana la
abandonarea completa a sitului.

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BALCIK - DIONYSOPOLIS

Din publicarea extrem de deficitard a descoperirilor monetare de aici,
situatia unuia dintre orasele mari ale Scythiei — 36 ha inconjurate de incinta® —
poate fi apreciata doar cu mare aproximatie.

Ca in orice asezare urband mare, primele piese sunt de la Anastasius I (fara
sa putem preciza in ce etapd a domniei).

Sfarsitul orasului vine, probabil, in timpul domniei lui Mauricius Tiberius
(unul dintre numeroasele raiduri avaro-slave din ultimii ani ai secolului al VI-
lea).

Piesa de la Phocas vorbeste inca de locuitori obisnuiti cu moneda de bronz.

In sfarsit, monedele de la Leontios si Constantin VI — Irina ne arati doar
revenirea interesului Imperiului Bizantin pentru zona vest pontica si Gurile
Dunarii.

CAPIDAVA

Cercetarile sistematice de aproape un secol in orasul cu o incintd ce inchidea
1,33 h* au adus la suprafata un numar important de monede bizantine din bronz
din secolele VI-VIL

Debutul este facut de o piesa din vremea lui Anastasius I (498-512), pentru ca
in etapa urmatoare cresterea sa fie de aproape 10 ori (957%).

Domnia lui Justinus I aduce o crestere de trei ori in comparatie cu etapa
anterioard. Totodatd, apar si piese marunte (1/4 folles), in proportie de 4 %.

Prima etapa a domniei lui Justinianus I (527-538) arata o scadere la circa
jumatate fata de domnia predecesorului sau a coeficientului folles/an reforma, ca
si In cazul a sapte dintre cele 13 esantioane analizate (Adamclisi, Constanta,
Kaliakra, Mangalia, Murighiol, Dinogetia, Passim).

Etapa urmadtoare (538-542) are o crestere de circa 70 % fatd de cea anterioard,
in acord cu situatia de la Adamclisi, Constanta, Histria, Kaliakra, Mangalia,
Murighiol, Dinogetia.

Etapele urmatoare (542-550 si 550-565) inregistreazd scaderi semnificative,
poate sub incidenta atacurilor din 546 sau 559. Se observa o rarefiere a pieselor
descoperite intre 557/58-565, poate in legdtura cu raidul kutrigur (559).

In acelasi timp, ca si in cazul altor orase, circulatia monedei mirunte se
accentueaza ajungand intre 550-565 la 71% din total numerar/perioada, iar media
domniei este de 26%.

Cresterile din timpul lui Justinus II se Incadreaza in tendinta generalda a
circulatiei monetare dobrogene cu acelasi puseu inflationist de care am mai
amintit.

Situatia devine dezastruoasa din punct de vedere al circulatiei monetare in
timpul lui Tiberius II Constantin, cand valorile coeficientilor folles/an reforma
scad dramatic. Din acest motiv presupunem ca asezarea de la Capidava a fost

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lovitd de un raid avar sau slav In anii ‘80 ai secolului al VI-lea. O dovada in plus o
constituie un tezaur monetar descoperit recent*. Din acel moment incinta pare sa
se fi restrans la dimensiunile unui castellum, a carui functionare poate fi probata
prin descoperiri monetare pana la inceputul domniei lui Heraclius, ultima piesd
datand din anul 612/13.

CERNAVODA - AXIOPOLIS

Cercetatd foarte putin la sfarsitul secolului al XIX-lea, fortificatia dubld de
aici inchidea intre zidurile sale o suprafata de 7,68 ha.® De aici s-au recoltat, de-a
lungul anilor, un numar insuficient de monede pentru a putea avea o imagine cat
mai veridici. In aceste conditii, scenariul ipotetic al existentei acestui oras
dunarean ar fi urmatorul:

O refacere si repunere in functiune a incintei in timpul lui Justinus I cu o
continuitate de existentd pana spre anul 542. Exista un hiatus al descoperirilor
monetare intre 543-557, care este greu de explicat in conditiile lipsei cercetarilor
sistematice si a putinului material numismatic disponibil.

Cetatea pare sa fi cdzut prada atacului kutrigur (lipsesc monedele emise intre
559-563) si a fost, cu sigurantd, atinsa de atacurile din anii "80 ai secolului, dovada
fiind unul dintre tezaurele monetare descoperite aici (1899)%. Nu cunoastem la ce
nivel a continuat locuirea in sit, cert este ca existd un tezaur a carui moneda finala
dateazad din 600/601¢ si care ne duce cu gandul la evenimentele anului 602 si un
fragment de tezaur (1912) care se incheie cu o moneda de la Heraclius¢'. Piesele
izolate (2 ex. Phocas si 2 ex. Heraclius), impreuna cu acest ultim tezaur monetar,
argumenteazd fara nicio indoiald incetarea locuirii de tip urban in orasul
Axiopolis, din cauza raidurilor devastatoare avaro-slave din anii 614-619.

CONSTANTA - TOMIS

Capitala provinciei Scythia si cel mai mare oras al sau (cel putin 60 ha inchise
de incintd)® este, inca de la inceputul reformei monetare a lui Anastasius I,
principalul beneficiar din zona.

Primele emisiuni dintre anii 498-507 sunt prezente la Tomis, ca si in alte
orage importante ale provinciei. Coeficientul folles/an reforma pentru perioada
498-512 este cel mai mare dintre subsistemele economico-sociale dobrogene, ceea
ce aratd ca este situl cel mai bine aprovizionat cu moneda.

A doua etapd a domniei lui Anastasius I aduce o cresetere de peste 6,5 ori a
acestui coeficient fata de etapa anterioara.

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Cresterea continud si In timpul lui Justinus I (vezi tabelul), cu mai mult de
50% fata de anii 512-518.

Prima perioadda a domniei lui Justinianus I (527-538) aduce scdderi ale
coeficientului analizat, la 50% fatd de etapa precedenta. Este o situatie similard cu
aceea de la Tropaeum Traiani, Capidava, Kaliakra, Mangalia, Murighiol si
Dinogetia.

Etapa 538-542 aduce cresteri importante (53% fata de etapa anterioara), dar
sub valorile etapei domniei lui Justinus L.

Celelalte doud etape de reforme monetare ne aduc scdderi ale coeficientului
folles/an reforma, desi numarul de monede la care se face raportarea este dintre
cele mai mari (4,20/an).

In aceste etape creste difuzarea monedei marunte ca urmare, pe de o parte a
scaderii productiei de folles si 1/2 folles a Constantinopolului, iar pe de alta parte
a generalizdrii schimburilor marfa-bani cotidiene. Sa remarcam, totusi, cd intre
anii 547/48 - 554/55, fluxul de monede este mai rarefiat. Cu un tezaur
ascuns/pierdut pe la 546/47 in zona suburband (Anadolchioi)®, se poate
presupune o stare de neliniste destul de puternica in secventa cronologica
analizata. Raidul kutrigur din 559 nu are urmari asupra orasului.

Cele doud etape de reforme din vremea lui Justinus II aduc si cei mai mari
coeficienti, situatie generala, de altfel, in provincia Scythia. Inflatia este, in parte,
responsabild pentru aceasta situatie.

Prima etapa (578-580) din timpul lui Tiberius II Constantin aduce cu sine
prabusirea valorilor coeficientului folles/an reforma la 18% fata de partea a doua a
domniei lui Justinus II. Aceastd prabusire a circulatiei monetare la Tomis poate fi
pusa in legdtura cu atacurile slave din acei ani, care au stanjenit legaturile
orasului cu centrul imperiului.®* Situatia este generala pentru cele 13 subsisteme
socio-economice analizate in tabele.

Situatia din metropola provinciei revine la o oarecare normalitate in partea a
doua a domniei (580-582), cand coeficientul are valori comparabile cu cele din
perioada domniei lui Justinianus I (527-538, 542-550, 550-565).

Etapa domniei lui Mauricius Tiberius are valori ale coeficientului folles/an
reforma ridicate, acestea fiind peste trei din cele patru etape din timpul lui
Justinianus I si la nivelul etapei 512-518. In acelasi timp, depaseste de doud ori
valoarea coeficientului corespunzator perioadei 580-582. Sa remarcam aici ca intre
anii 595/96-602 constatdim o rarefiere a numerarului, pe care o putem pune, pe
seama asediului avar®.

Daca etapa 602-610, corespunzand domniei lui Phocas, aduce o crestere a
valorii coeficientului folles/an reformd cu peste 40% fata de etapa precedenta —
similar situatiei de la Isaccea si Kaliakra -, aproape de valoarea din etapa Justinus
I (518-527), aceea corespunzatoare primilor ani de domnie ai lui Heraclius,
inregistreaza scaderi importante (64% fata de etapa anterioard), dar mai bune fata
de cele din epoca lui Justinianus I (527-538; 542-550; 550-565).

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Fata de cele prezentate putem concluziona ca si Tomisul este grav afectat de
raidurile avaro-slave din anii 614-619. Spre deosebire, insd, de cele mai multe
asezari dobrogene, aici va mai exista o locuire, fara sa putem preciza nivelul ei de
dezvoltare, cu rudimente ale economiei monetare — dovadda monedele datate post
Heraclius.

Daca tezaurul de la Anadolchioi este legat de anul 546/47, cel descoperit in
1938¢ format din piese din secolul al VII-lea, arata ca metropola Scythiei a pierdut
pentru multa vreme statutul de asezare urbana.

Din analiza lotului tomitan se mai pot trage cateva concluzii legate de
economia monetard a orasului.

Observam cd incda din timpul lui Anastasius I circula pe piatd moneda
maruntd (1/4 si 1/8 follis), chiar daca intr-o proportie de 7%, respectiv 6%.

In timpul lui Justinianus I are loc o crestere a acestui raport: 527-538 — 20%;
538-542 — 6%); 542-550 — 30%; 550-565 — 89%, media domniei fiind 54%. Pentru
mijlocul secolului, tezaurul de la Anadolchioi ne dovedeste prezenta minimilor si
a unor piese marunte vechi in circulatia cotidiana.

Daca pentru ultima perioada la situatia generald a productiei monetare a
capitalei imperiului adaugam si deformarea introdusa de colectia Ermides (cu
numeroase nominaluri de micd valoare)®”’, rdmanem la aspectul general al
domniei. Sa mentiondm cd acest raport este de 48% in timpul lui Justinus I, cca
29% 1n timpul succesorului sdu, iar la Mauricius Tiberius si Phocas, acest raport se
ridica la 17%, respectiv 12%. Aceste cifre sunt dovada unei piete deschise
schimburilor marfa-bani, piata care avea caracter cotidian.

Frecventa deosebitd a emisiunilor de Cyzic si chiar Antiochia la Mauricius
Tiberius, dar mai ales la Phocas (Cyzic) ne duce cu gandul la revenirea unor
militari din campaniile orientale sau la prezenta unor negustori din aceeasi zona.
Nu excludem pentru Antiohia si prezenta unor fosti pelerini la Locurile Sfinte.

HARSOVA - CARSIUM

Putinele descoperiri monetare par sd arate ca orasul de aici a fost grav afectat
de atacurile din 593/94. Doi hemifolles de la Phocas arata o revenire a vietii in
zong, finalizata probabil in 609/10 sau chiar mai tarziu, in 614-619.

Piesa de ' follis din anul 629/30 vine sa indice interesul inca persistent al
imperiului pentru linia Dundrii in anii de dupa asediul esuat al
Constantinopolului.

HISTRIA

Deja milenarul oras grecesc, redus la o suprafata de 7 ha%, isi incepe
renasterea economicd incd din prima etapa a domniei lui Anastasius I, este
adevdrat insda doar simbolic. De aici si cresterea explozivd din etapa urmadtoare
(peste 20 de ori) in acord cu toate centrele importante ale provinciei.

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Din acest motiv, desi in etapa domniei lui Justinus I orasul este bine
aprovizionat cu monedad, totusi, valoarea coeficientului folles/an reforma scade la
77% fata de etapa anterioard. Este o situatie deosebitd fatd de alte sisteme socio-
economice, cu exceptia Kaliakrei.

Etapa 527-538 consemneazd o crestere de cca 20% fatd de cea anterioara.
Situatia este complet diferitda fata de aceea din Tomis, Capidava, Tropaeum
Traiani, Kaliakra, Mangalia, Murighiol si Dinogetia. Anii 538-542 au o valoare a
acestui coeficient cu 40% mai mare decat etapa precedentd, ceea ce se inscrie in
linia quasigenerala a circulatiei monetare dobrogene.

In aceeasi tendintd generald, celelalte doua etape justinianee (542-550 si 550-
565) consemneazad valori din ce In ce mai scazute fata de etapele anterioare.

Chiar dacd orasul a cazut prada raidului kutrigur din 559, revenirea
economiei este rapidd, monedele lipsind doar intre 559-560.

Mai dificila ne apare perioada 562-566, cand nu avem recenzata decat o piesa
de la Antiochia. Sa fi ajuns in zona huno-bulgarii consemnati in 562 cu raiduri in
Thracia?®

Etapa 565-570 din timpul lui Justinus II atinge maximul valorii coeficientului
folles/an reforma ca si in alte cazuri, in parte, datorita puseului inflationist.

Etapa 570-578 este de stagnare, valoarea coeficientului atingand 94% din cea
precedenta. Aici situatia este similard cu aceea de la Iglita-Troesmis, Mangalia si
Dinogetia.

Aceleasi probleme de reducere a valorii coeficientului folles/reforma le
intalnim la cele doud etape din timpul lui Tiberius II Constantin, 51%, respectiv
20% fata de perioadele anterioare, cu precizarea ca pentru anii 578-580 situatia
este generala In toate cazurile analizate.

In aceste conditii, etapa 582-602, cu o valoare de 3/4 din cea anterioara, usor
peste cea a domniei lui Justinus I, aliniaza Histria asezdrilor care au suportat
raidurile din anii "90 ai secolului al VI-lea. Faptul se observd din inventarierea
pieselor descoperite dupa 594 cand constatam prezente sporadice (594/95, 596/97)
sau chiar lipsa totald a monedelor (595/96, 597/98 — 602/03). Tezaurele descoperite
in oras confirma problemele care existau la finalul secolului.”

Din vremea lui Phocas si Heraclius putem constata decdderea vietii urbane la
Histria, ruralizarea asezarii, pentru ca, undeva cdtre sfarsitul deceniului doi al
secolului al VII-lea, locuirea de aici sd inceteze definitiv.

In privinta prezentei monedei mirunte ca semn al unei piete cotidiene,
monetizate, situatia se prezintd astfel: In epoca lui Justinus I aceste piese
reprezintd peste 4% din total, iar In timpul lui Justinianus I variazd intre 3% si
47%, cu o medie pe intreaga domnie de 15%. In timpul lui Justinus II acest
procent scade la 12% si continua la Tiberius II Constantin cu 6%, iar la Mauricius
Tiberius sub 2%. $i aceste cifre confirmd incetarea vietii de tip urban la sfarsitul
secolului al VI-lea.

Douéd tezaure ascunse in timpul lui Anastasius I, respectiv la jumadtatea
secolului VI, probeaza existenta pe piata cotidiand histriana a pieselor marunte,
unele chiar foarte vechi.

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IGLITA-TROESMIS

Orasul intins pe 36 ha”, are o prezenta simbolicd a pieselor emise de
Anastasius L.

Abia din timpul lui Justinus I, valoarea coeficientului folles/ an reforma
incepe sa creasca (41% fata de perioada 512-518 si 3,5 ori fata de 498-512).

Cu Justinianus I tendinta crescatoare se mentine intre 527-538 (aproape 250%
mai mare fatd de perioada precedenta), in contradictie cu alte sisteme dobrogene,
dar in concordanta cu Histria, Isaccea, Dunéareni, Odartsi.

Etapa 538-542, spre deosebire de alte cazuri (Tomis, Histria, Capidava,
Adamclisi, Kaliakra, Mangalia, Murighiol, Dinogetia) apare cu o valoare cu 1/3
mai micd decat precedenta — scadere care continua si intre anii 542-550, cu inca
11%.

Spre deosebire de aceleasi subsisteme, etapa 550-565 aduce cresterea valorii
coeficientului folles/an reforma cu 26% fata de etapa anterioara.

Din inventarierea descoperirilor monetare constatdm Intre anii 538-555/56 un
ritm neregulat de penetratie monetara de la 0 panad la 2 piese — poate si din cauza
faptului ca descoperirile de aici nu sunt rezultatul unor cercetdri sistematice, ci
provin in mare parte din colectii private. Hiatusul dintre 558/59 — 560/61 putem,
insd, sa il punem pe seama urmarilor raidului kutrigur din 559.

Prima etapa a domniei lui Justinus II (565-570) aduce valoarea maxima a
coeficientului, pentru ca in a doua sa constatam, ca si in cazul Histriei, o stagnare,
valoarea coeficientului folles/an reformd ajungand sa scadd cu 2% fata de etapa
anterioara.

Domnia lui Tiberius II Constantin marcheaza decaderea grava a circulatiei
monetare, pentru ca la Mauricius Tiberius sd ajungem la finalul economiei
monetare in situl urban de la Troesmis.

Lipsa descoperirilor dintre anii 578-580 ar putea fi pusa pe seama raidurilor
slave, iar incetarea seriei numismatice la 591/92 pe seama celor din 593/94.72

Prezenta monedei marunte din numarul total de piese de la Troesmis da
acelasi varf in timpul domniei lui Justinianus I (39% in medie), dar insuficienta
pieselor poate introduce mari distorsiuni.

ISACCEA-NOVIODUNUM

Marea baza navald dundreana, cu o incinta ce apdra 16 ha?, intrd in circuitul
economiei monetare In timpul domniei lui Anastasius I, dar abia in perioada 507-
512. Cresterea dintre anii 512-518 este de patru ori si arata rapiditatea raspandirii
monedelor, ajutata fiind si de prezenta personalului flotei fluviale.

Cresterea continua in timpul lui Justinus I, cand valoarea coeficientului
folles/an reforma aproape se dubleaza (181%) fatd de etapa precedenta, pe fondul

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reconstructiei provinciei. Trendul ascendent se pdstreaza si intre anii 527-538, ca
la Histria, Iglita, Dundreni si Odartsi, fara cifre spectaculoase insa (6%).

Scaderea valorii coeficientului  apare in perioada 538-542, similar
subsistemelor amintite mai sus, cu exceptia Histriei, ajungand sub jumadtatea
etapei anterioare (47%). Cu atat mai surprinzatoare apare cresterea acestei valori
de peste doud ori (216%) intre anii 542-550, cand in toate celelalte subsisteme
socio-economice se inregistreaza scaderi. Valoarea coeficientului folles/an reforma
se ridica peste cea din timpul lui Justinus I si peste etapa 527-538.

Ca si in celelalte cazuri, coeficientul amintit scade intre anii 550-565, desi
numarul monedelor circulate este maxim raportat la intreaga domnie a lui
Justinianus I. Scaderea este drastica (47% din valoarea anterioard), ajungand la
nivelul intervalului 538-542. Sd mentiondam aici rarefierea numerarului intre 549-
554 si lipsa descoperirilor dintre 559-561, cazul din urma, poate rezultat al
atacurilor kutrigure. Sa nu uitdm insa ca descoperirile, In cea mai mare masura,
au provenienta Intamplatoare si nu sunt rezultatul unor cercetdri sistematice de
anvergura.

Cele douad etape de circulatie atribuite domniei lui Justinus II sunt, ca si in
cazurile cele mai frecvente, pe primele locuri intr-un clasament al acestor
coeficienti. Puseul inflationist nu poate fi responsabil de aceste cresteri in
proportie de 100%. In mod sigur pe piata dobrogeani existi o circulatie monetara
vie legata de economia regiunii, dar si de aprovizionarea cu moneda a armatei si
administratiei imperiale.

Chiar daca domnia lui Tiberius II Constantin aduce scaderi
semnificative,totusi, valorile coeficientului folles/an reforma sunt peste etapele
512-518, 538-542 sau 582-602. Valoarea indicelui mentionat continud sa scada in
timpul lui Mauricius-Tiberius, in etapa 582-602 ajungand la 85% din cea
precedenta. Valoarea este Insa superioara intervalelor 512-518 si 538-542.

Hiatusul dintre 594/95 — 600/01 poate fi rezultatul raidurilor slave care au
atins o buna parte din provincia Scythia.

Daca etapa reprezentatd de domnia lui Phocas incd mai ilustreaza o
economie monetard in situl dunarean — cu crestere similara Tomisului, Kaliakrei -,
cea de la Inceputul domniei lui Heraclius (610-616) ne prezintd o situatie
dezastruoasa (22% din etapa precedentad).

Isaccea, ca si celelalte situri urbane dobrogene, si nu numai, este grav
afectata de raidurile avaro-slave din anii 614-619, iar prezenta emisiunilor din
timpul lui Constans II reprezintd numai interesul imperiului pentru punctul naval
de sprijin de pe Dunadre si nu vreun reflex al unei economii de schimb.

In privinta circulatiei monedei marunte (1/4 si 1/8 follis) in asezarea de aici,
ca si In celelalte cazuri constatam aparitia si cresterea numadrului acestora in
timpul domniei lui Justinianus I, cu un varf in intervalul 550-565 de 73%, media
intregii domnii fiind de 43%.

Pentru perioada 565-578, moneda mdrunta reprezintd doar 9% din totalul
pieselor recenzate.

IZVOARELE - SUCIDAVA
Orasul de aici furnizeaza de o buna bucatd de vreme materiale care
imbogatesc colectiile muzeale sau particulare. Sediul episcopal - vezi tezaurul
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descoperit la sfarsitul anilor’8074 - este unul dintre siturile arheologice dobrogene
cele mai bogate.

Materialul numismatic recoltat ne face sd propunem urmatorul scenariu
posibil (nu foarte exact din cauza publicdrii incomplete si imprecise a pieselor):

Si aici avem de-a face cu o penetratie monetara incd de la Inceputul secolului
al Vl-lea, fapt obisnuit pentru mediul urban de la Dunirea de Jos. In timpul lui
Justinus I valoarea coeficientului folles/an reforma se dubleaza fapt, din nou,
obisnuit in zona.

In timpul lui Justinianus I are loc o scidere in prima parte a domniei (527-
538). Se constatd, ca si in cazul siturilor de la Adamclisi, Cernavodd, Constanta,
Iglita, Isaccea, Jurilovca, Kaliakra, Slava Rusd, o rarefiere a numerarului intre
540/41-557/58. Orasul nu pare sa fi fost atins de raidul kutrigur din anul 559.

In timpul lui Justinus II aprovizionarea cu monedd pare si fi fost la
parametri asemanadtori restului zonei, dar la sfarsitul domniei apare, de asemenea,
o rarefiere pe care am putea sd o punem pe seama atacurilor slave de la finalul
anilor "70 ai secolului.

Ultimele monede sunt emisiuni de la Mauricius Tiberius si par sa se lege de
atacul devastator din anul 586/87, cand sufera Tropaeum Traiani si Zaldapa?.

Lipsa cercetarilor sistematice si a publicatiilor care sa cuprindd descoperirile
intamplatoare de aici nu fac posibila o imagine mai precisa si mai veridica asupra
evolutiei Sucidavei Moesice la sfarsitul antichitatii.

JURILOVCA - ARGAMUM

Cu 5,1 ha” suprafata inchisa de incintd, orasul este dintre cele mici, dar
descoperirile monetare de aici sunt semnificative pentru viata sa economica.
Analiza noastra are la baza datele publicate in actele Congresului de numismatica
de la Berlin” si, din acest motiv, nu se pot face alte precizari.

In acest caz, scenariul existentei sale pe baza izvoarelor numismatice este
urmatorul:

Inceputul penetratiei monetare incd din prima etapa a domniei lui
Anastasius I, chiar daca simbolicd, inscrie orasul printre cele mai receptive situri
la revigorarea economica de la inceputul secolului al VI-lea. Un tezaur de minimi
din timpul lui Anastasius I ne probeazd o economie monetara cu schimburi
cotidiene. Ca si In alte subsisteme urbane, cresterea din timpul domniei lui
Justinus I este semnificativa.

De asemenea, primele etape ale lui Justinianus I, 527-538 si 538-542, sunt de
crestere importanta, fiecare in comparatie cu precedents, ca in cazul Histriei. In
etapa 542-550 are loc o scadere dramatica, pentru ca ultima perioadd, 550-565, sa

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cunoasca o crestere dubld fatd de cea anterioard, la nivelul etapei Justinus I
(asemanator Troesmis-ului, Sacidavei si asezarii de la Odartsi).

Si aici se constata un numar mare de piese marunte caracteristic acestei etape
de varf a economiei de piatd in provincia Scythia. Conform descoperirilor
monetare orasul nu a fost atins de raidurile kutrigure, dar exista o rarefiere a
numerarului de pe piata intre 548/49 — 554/55, farda sda o putem explica pe baza
evenimentelor cunoscute a se desfisura in teritoriul transdunirean. in cele dous
etape ale domniei lui Justinus II constatdm aceleasi varfuri ale graficului folles/an
reforma, aliniate la starea generald a zonei.

Ambele etape de circulatie de la Tiberius II Constantin sunt marcate de
scaderi catastrofale (cca 20% din valoarea coeficientului folles/an reforma din
etapa anterioard), ceea ce ne face sd ne gandim la urmarile atacurilor slave care
sunt consemnate si in alte situri. Inventarierea monedelor de la Mauricius
Tiberius arata un hiatus intre anii 592/93 — 598/99, care poate fi pus pe seama
distrugerilor slave din anii 593-594,ca in cazul Constantei Histriei Isaccei si
Mangaliei.

Prezenta emisiunilor de la Phocas si din prima parte a domniei lui Heraclius
nu fac decat sa inscrie orasul Argamum intre asezarile Scythiei care isi inceteaza
rolul in urma devastdrilor din perioada 614-619.

KALTAKRA - ACRES

Asezarea portuara de pe promontoriu, inchisd de o incintd, care inglobeaza
27 ha” este In categoria siturilor in care apar primele emisiuni reformate ale lui
Anastasius 1. Totusi, o singurd piesa nu reprezinta decat un simbol. Din acest
motiv, In etapa urmatoare 512-518, valoarea coeficientului folles/an reforma este
de 17 ori mai mare decat cea din etapa anterioara.

Domnia lui Justinus I, surprinzator fatd de celelalte subsisteme, cu exceptia
Histriei, aduce o scadere a acestei valori (91% din etapa anterioara).

Scaderea devine catastrofala in intervalul 527-538, cand se inregistreaza o
valoarea a coeficientului folles/an domnie de numai 11% din perioada precedenta.
Din aceasta etapa dateaza si un tezaur monetar, a carui ultima emisiune este din
anii 527-537.

Etapa 538-542, in acord cu majoritatea subsistemelor analizate, aduce cresteri
ale acestui coeficient de peste 7 ori fata de etapa anterioara.

Celelalte doua etape 542-550, 550-565 ale domniei lui Justinianus I aduc
scdderi pronuntate ale valorii indicelui folles/an reforma. Oricum, de-a lungul
intregii domnii constatam o prezentd intermitenta si Intr-o cantitate foarte scazuta
a monedei pe piata Kaliakrei.

Exista chiar perioade de penurie totala: 543-546, 546-554, 555-560. in aceste
conditii, putem presupune ca atacul kutrigur din 559 a avut un impact important
asupra economiei monetare de aici. Surprinzdtor, nici etapele din timpul domniei
lui Justinus II nu mai ocupa locurile I, II In clasamentul valorilor coeficientilor
folles/an domnie.

SUCEVEANU, BARNEA 1991, 198; ZAHARIADE 2006, 69; populatia este estimata la peste 9000 de
locuitori, cf. SOFICARU 2011, 35, tab. 6
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Raritatea emisiunilor de la sfarsitul domniei lui Justinus II si intermitenta
prezentei lor la Tiberius II Constantin ne duce cu gandul la atacurile slave de la
sfarsitul anilor ‘70 ai secolului al VI-lea.

Din analiza descoperirilor datate in timpul lui Mauricius Tiberius putem
trage concluzia existentei unei distrugeri importante in anul 597 care a lasat urme
adanci, in intervalul 597-603 neexistand nicio piesa recenzata.

Cresterea masei monetare in timpul lui Phocas si Heraclius constituie un alt
fapt surprinzator pentru circulatia obisnuita din siturile dobrogene. Daca pentru
cresterile din vremea lui Mauricius Tiberius si Phocas exista analogii la Tomis,
pentru etapa 610-616 cresterea coeficientului folles/an reforma ramane singulara.

Oricum, din tabloul descoperirilor monetare se poate observa ca si situl
Kaliakra-Acres dispare in valtoarea raidurilor avaro-slave din anii 614-619.

Referitor la raportul dintre moneda marunta si totalul pieselor de pe piatd,
doar in timpul lui Justinianus I pare sa fi functionat o economie monetara
cotidiana, media domniei fiind de 53%.

In timpul lui Mauricius Tiberius raportul ajunge la 6%, in acord cu alte
subsisteme dobrogene.

MANGALIA - CALLATIS

Oras a carui incinta inchidea 23 ha in secolul al VI-lea” are, in prima parte a
domniei lui Anastasius I, o valoare extrem de mica a coeficientului folles/an
reforma, ceea ce aratad o penetratie lenta a monedei reformate.

In etapa a doua (512-518) se atinge o valoare deosebita (cca 15 ori fatd de cea
precedentd), fapt continuat si In vremea lui Justinus I, cand valoarea acestui
coeficient este de 2,5 ori mai mare decat cea din etapa anterioara.

Tendinta se schimba in etapa 527-538, cand aceasta valoare scade aproape la
jumatate fatd de etapa Justinus I.

Totusi, spre deosebire de alte subsisteme socio-economice (Iglita, Isaccea,
Dundreni, Odartsi), in urmatoarea etapa justinianee (538-542) are loc o dublare a
valorii coeficientului folles/an domnie. Tendinta se inverseaza pentru celelalte
doua etape (542-550, 550-565) cu scdderi la jumatate, respectiv la o treime fata de
etapele precedente.

Dupa 550 avem o aprovizionare discontinua cu moneda a pietei orasului,
accentuata In ultimii ani ai domniei lui Justinianus I. Configuratia penetratiei
monetare ne face sa presupunem ca Mangalia, Callatis la acea vreme, a cazut
victimd raidului kutrigur din anul 559, cu urmari de mai lunga durata (panad la
566/67, cand se intrevede o revigorare).

Chiar daca valoarea etapei 565-570 este intre primele, totusi, spre deosebire
de celelalte subsisteme socio-economice, nu atinge varful asteptat. Ea se afla cu
putin peste nivelul etapelor 527-538, 548-550. A doua etapa a domniei lui Justinus
II inregistreaza o scadere a valorii coeficientului folles/an reforma de 17 % fata de

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etapa anterioara. $i aceasta etapd se deosebeste net de situatia constatata in
celelalte subsisteme. Scaderile continua in timpul Imparatului Tiberius II
Constantin.

Cresterea din timpul lui Mauricius Tiberius se gdseste numai pana la nivelul
anilor 594/95 dupa care, panad la 602/03, constatam un alt hiatus important. Si aici
este vorba, ca si In alte cazuri, de loviturile suportate de oras din partea raidurilor
slave. Analizand si descoperirile de la Tomis si Kaliakra putem avansa ipoteza ca
cele trei porturi au cdzut victima raidului avar din primdvara lui 598, cand
capitala provinciei este asediata

Cele sase monede de la Phocas si Heraclius arata incetarea vietii de tip urban
la Callatis si continuarea ei la un nivel de supravietuire, probabil o scheld
maritimad folosita de flota bizantina. Acest scenariu pare posibil si datorita
prezentei pieselor de la Heraclius din anii 620-630, piese care aratd interesul Inca
viu al imperiului pentru provincia dunareana.

MURIGHIOL-HALMYRIS

Orasul de 7,5 ha®, inchis de incinta si o asezare civila In preajmad, apare cu o
penetratie monetara simbolica In prima parte a domniei lui Anastasius I, de unde
si cresterea abrupta (de 23 de ori) ce se constatd in etapa urmatoare. Putem afirma
cu tarie ca revigorarea circulatiei monetare la Halmyris Incepe in perioada 512-
51881,

Cresterea continud si In timpul domniei lui Justinus I, cu peste 50% fata de
etapa 512-518. Este aceeasi tendinta observatd si in cazul altor orase sau fortificatii
mari.

In prima parte a domniei lui Justinianus I (527-538) avem, ca si in cazul
majoritatii subsistemelor analizate, o scadere notabila (cu 28%), fara ca din punct
de vedere arheologic sa se constate, pe teritoriul Scythiei, distrugeri cauzate de
vreun raid de peste Dunare.

Cresterea, mai mult decat dubla — 238% -, din perioada 538-542 aduce
valoarea coeficientului folles/an reforma pe locul II in clasamentul general al
acestor valori, dupa cel din etapa 570-578 din timpul lui Justinus II.

Etapele urmatoare, 542-550 si 550-565, au cotele acestui coeficient scazute la o
treime (34%), respectiv jumatate (47%) fata de perioadele anterioare.

Pentru anii 542-550 scdderea este pusa de unii autori® pe seama miscarilor
slavilor la Dundre, fapt care creeaza o stare de nesiguranta in provincie si
stanjenesc mecanismele circulatiei monetare.

Scaderea din perioada 550-565 este cauzatd de circulatia mai densd a pieselor
marunte fatd de folles si 1/2 folles (69% din totalul monedelor), cat si de
accentuarea economiei banesti cotidiene, fapt constatat pe intreg teritoriul
Scythiei. Analizand anii de emisiune, putem aprecia ca atacul din 559 nu a avut
urmari directe asupra asezdrii de aici.

Etapele de circulatie atribuite lui Justinus II se aflda in varful clasamentului
valorilor coeficientilor folles/an reforma, chiar daca doua tezaure descoperite la

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Halmyris arata dificultatile prin care trece cetatea In anii ‘80 ai secolului al VI-
lea®s. Analiza descoperirilor din asezarea civild intdreste ipoteza unor distrugeri
semnificative la sfarsitul domniei lui Justinus II sau inceputul celei a lui Tiberius
IT Constantin.

Vietuirea continua intre zidurile Halmyris-ului pana in anii ‘90 ai secolului al
VI-lea, cand este aproape cert ca raidurile avaro-slave din anii 592-593 duc practic
la Incetarea locuirii de tip urban in acest sit. Monedele dispersate din anii de
inceput ai secolului al VII-lea aratd ca aici, ca si In alte situri dobrogene, mai
exista populatie obisnuita cu folosirea monedei de bronz in scop economic.

SILISTRA - DUROSTORUM

Unul dintre marile orase ale Moesiei Secunda a oferit un bogat material
numismatic, din pdcate publicat numai partial. Din acest motiv, nu ne vom putea
referi la situatia de aici decat cu privire la inceputul circulatiei monetare bizantine
sub Anastasius I si la finalul ei, din secolul al VII-lea.

Dupa cum se observa pentru anii 498-507, exista o singura piesd, dar pentru
urmatoarea subperioadd 507-512, circulatia explodeaza, tendinta care se mentine
si pentru intervalul 512-518, in care cresterea indicelui folles/an reforma este de
767%. Prin numarul de piese si valoarea raportului intre cele doua perioade ale
lui Anastasius I, Silistra se alatura Constantei, ceea ce relevd importanta acestui
oras In epoca.

Pentru ultimele perioade de existentd a economiei monetare pe teritoriul
Dobrogei, raportul coeficientilor folles/an reforma dintre primii ani ai domniei lui
Heraclius fatd de domnia lui Phocas este de 62%, ceea ce aduce Silistra alaturi de
Mangalia si Constanta. De remarcat insa situatia mult mai bund a descoperirilor
din intervalul 620-680 in cazul Silistrei, In comparatie cu Constanta, Mangalia si
Isaccea.

Sigiliul imperial de la Constantin IV vine sa intareasca imaginea acestui oras
de pilon al bizantinilor la Dunare.

SLAVA RUSA - IBIDA

Este unul dintre marile orase ale Scythiei din secolul al VI-lea — 24 ha inchise
de incinta fortificata® — si a oferit un material numismatic indestuldtor (aproape
500 piese) pentru o analiza pertinenta.

Si aici se constatd ca o caracteristicdi a mediului urban local, penetratia
timpurie a monedelor reformate emise de Anastasius I, un motiv in plus pe plan
local fiind opera de refacere si reconstructie a orasului, probatd de existenta
cardmizilor stampilate.®

Coeficientul domniei lui Anastasius I este printre cele mai ridicate. Domnia
lui Justinus I aduce dublarea coeficientului folles/an reformad, in concordanta cu
celelalte subsisteme socio-economice dobrogene.

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Fara sa putem face nuantdrile intre cele patru etape cu reformele aferente din
timpul lui Justinianus I, trebuie sd precizam cd se constata, ca si la Jurilovca, o
rarefiere a numerarului intre anii 549/50 — 554/55, fara a exista o explicatie pe
deplin satisfacatoare. Atacul kutrigur din 559 este insa ilustrat prin distrugerile si
apoi reconstructia zonei Portii de Vest$, cu prezenta unor depozite monetare care
intaresc aceastd ipoteza. In privinta prezentei unei economii de piati la Ibida s
remarcdm numarul si procentajul important ocupat de moneda marunta in
structura numerarului din timpul lui Justinianus I si Justinus II, in deplin acord
cu ceea ce se Intampla in intreaga provincie, mai ales in mediul urban.

Pe primele locuri, ca si in celelalte cazuri, se gasesc coeficientii perioadei lui
Justinus 1I, chiar daca pentru Inceputul domniei existd o rarefiere a pieselor,
probabil datorata prezentei In zona a avarilor condusi de Baian (566).

Ca si 1n alte cazuri, valorile coeficientilor domniei lui Tiberius II sunt afectate
de raidurile slave de la sfarsitul anilor ‘70 si Inceputul anilor '80.

Scaderile din timpul lui Mauricius Tiberius isi au cauzele in luptele continue
dintre Imperiul Bizantin si avaro-slavi. Tezaurul de la complexul monastic din
preajma orasului este madrturie a unui atac din 593/94, ca si in alte situri
dobrogene, cum este Histria spre exemplu.

Rarefierea numerarului din timpul lui Phocas si Heraclius aratda si aici
destrdmarea economiei de piatd de tip romano-bizantin si “pregatirea”
teritoriului pentru o economie inchisd, autarhicd, dedicata autoconsumului.

TULCEA - AEGYSSUS

Cu doar sapte piese publicate ca fiind descoperite aici, suntem in plina
fantezie numismatica.

Prezenta monedelor din metal pretios, emise de Mauricius Tiberius,
Heraclius si Constantin IV, este legata de activitatea militara a imperiului in zona
Dundrii de Jos panad spre sfarsitul secolului al VII-lea.

B. FORTIFICATII

BALIK - ADINA

Din aceastd asezare fortificatd sunt mentionate 28 de piese datate intre
domniile lui Anastasius I si Mauricius Tiberius. Se constatda si aici, ca si in
majoritatea cazurilor, prezenta monedelor de la Anastasius I, fara sa cunoastem,
din pacate, perioada de emitere a lor. Finalul fortificatiei se Inscrie in linia
generald, in timpul domniei lui Mauricius Tiberius, ultima moneda fiind din anul
586/87, ceea ce presupune ca fortificatia a suferit din cauza atacurilor avaro-slave
din deceniul 9 al secolului al VI-lea.

BALGAREVO - TIMUM

Fortificatia din care sunt mentionate si piese, descoperite izolat, se Inscrie, de
asemenea, in tiparul general. Limitele cronologice sunt date de o moneda de la
Anastasius (a doua parte a domniei, 512-518), iar ultima este o emisiune din anul

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590/591. Si aceasta fortificatie 1si gaseste sfarsitul din cauza raidurilor avaro-slave
din anul 592-593.

CANLIA

Seria monedelor descoperite la Canlia se intrerupe dupa anul 538, poate din
cauza stdrii de nesiguranta creatd de atacurile din anii 540, 546. Reluarea
circulatiei este foarte scurta si este posibil ca aceastd fortificatie sa fi fost victima a
atacului kutrigurilor din 559.

Fara a merge mai departe cu presupunerile, sd notdm ca ultimele monede
sunt din 582/83, 583/84, ceea ce ne face sd credem ca abandonarea definitiva a
fortificatiei are loc din cauza atacului avar din anul 587.

CAP SHABLA - CAREA(S)

Cu un numar foarte restrans de descoperiri izolate, putem presupune doar
urmari ale atacului kutrigur — exista un hiatus al descoperirilor intre 559/60 —
582/83. Ultima monedad (588/89) ne face sd ne gandim la disparitia fortificatiei din
cauza atacurilor avaro-slave din anii 592/93. Un tezaur descoperit aici vine sa
confirme, cel putin pentru perioada de pana la anul 565, o economie monetizata
ilustratd de proportia zdrobitoare de piese marunte fatd de folles si hemifolles.

DEBRENE

Fara sa avem precizari asupra monedelor descoperite aici, mentiondm
existenta unei piese de la Anastasius I si un hiatus din perioada domniei lui
Justinus I. Oricum, ultima piesa dateazd din anul 574/75, ceea ce face sd
presupunem disparitia fortificatiei la sfarsitul deceniului 8 al secolului al VI-lea.

DINOGETIA

Cercetarile de aici au ardtat ca penetratia monedei bizantine a fost timpurie,
incd din primii ani ai reformei monetare a lui Anastasius I. Din analiza seriei
monetare se poate observa ca fortificatia a fost victima atacului kutrigur din anul
558/59, iar finalul ei il putem presupune cu destula certitudine in anii 592/93, din
cauza atacurilor avaro-slave.

DUNAVAT

Tabloul descoperirilor monetare de aici arata o fortificatie In care primele
monede apartin domniei lui Justinus I, iar seria se continua cu piese din prima
parte a domniei lui Justinianus I. Hiatusul dintre anii 538-568 ne face sa
presupunem ca fortificatia a avut de suferit din cauza raidurilor din anul 540.
Circulatia se reia pentru o scurta perioada in timpul lui Justinus II, ultimele
monede datand din anul 574/75. Putem astfel presupune ca fortificatia a fost
distrusa din cauza atacurilor slave de la sfarsitul deceniului 8 al secolului al VI-
lea.

DUNARENI-Bratca
Cu 7 piese descoperite intamplator, fortificatia pare sa fi functionat intre
domnia lui Anastasius I (ultima parte) si sfarsitul anilor '70 ai secolului al VI-lea.
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Disparitia ei credem ca se datoreaza atacurilor slave din deceniul 8 al
secolului al VI-lea.

DUNARENI-SACIDAVA

Cu o serie importantd de descoperiri izolate, In mare parte facute
intamplator, scenariul numismatic al acestei fortificatii se prezintd astfel:
inceputul patrunderii monedei bizantine are loc inca din primul deceniu al
secolului al VI-lea si are o serie continua pana in anul 545. Hiatusul dintre anii
545-556 ne face sd ne gandim ca fortificatia de aici a fost afectata de miscarile
antilor din anul 546. De asemenea, intre 559-563, lipsa descoperirilor ne sugereaza
ca situl nu a fost ocolit de raidul kutrigur din anul 559. Dupa o reluare a activitatii
in fortificatie, anii 579-581, marcati de lipsa descoperirilor, pot constitui un
argument la ipoteza cd atacurile slave din 579/80 au atins Sacidava. Ultima
moneda a seriei, datata 598/99 ne arata ca fortificatia de aici a cedat in tulburarile
din anul 602. Cele doud piese de la Heraclius constituie proba materiald ca, nu se
stie la ce nivel, pe locul fortificatiei de la Sacidava, locuirea a continuat cel putin
pana la marele raid avaro-slav din anii 614-619.

ENISALA

Analiza seriei numismatice descoperite aici ne arata o penetratie monetara
din timpul lui Justinus I, cu un important hiatus intre anii 543-556, poate datorat
starii de nesigurantd create de instalarea antilor In 546. O alta intrerupere
importantd este marcatd intre anii 559-568, cu mare probabilitate cauzata de
raidul kutrigur. Seria descoperirilor monetare devine foarte rarefiata incepand cu
anul 581/82, ceea ce ne face sa presupunem cd fortificatia de aici este abandonata
in urma raidurilor slave de la sfarsitul anilor ‘70 ai secolului al VI-lea. Ca si in alte
cazuri, si aici mai exista un nivel de locuire, care ia sfarsit definitiv In timpul
marelui raid dintre anii 614-619.

GOLESH

Descoperirile din aceasta fortificatie (22 piese) se esaloneazd din ultima
parte a domniei lui Anastasius I pana la anul 574/75. Cu aceste informatii putem
presupune cd fortificatia si-a incetat existenta din cauza invaziilor slave din
ultima parte a anilor '70 ai secolului al VI-lea.

KAVARNA - BIZONE

Seria descoperirilor monetare izolate de aici se armonizeazd cu tabloul
general dobrogean, si anume o penetratie monetara timpurie din timpul lui
Anastasius I si un sir continuu de descoperiri pana la Heraclius. Precaritatea
informatiilor ne impiedica sd avem o imagine nuantatd a situatiei de aici. Putem
insd afirma cu siguranta cd si aceasta fortificatie isi Inceteaza existenta sub
loviturile marelui raid din anii 614-619.
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NUFARU - THALAMONIUM

Desi descoperirile monetare sunt sporadice datoritd cercetarilor arheologice
punctuale care s-au desfasurat in sit, tabloul lor sugereazd urmatorul scenariu:
debutul penetratiei monetare are loc in timpul lui Justinus I — tezaurul cu minimi
de la Anastasius I putand fi ascuns/pierdut la inceputul acestei domnii - cu un
hiatus de sase ani dupa 538, care poate fi legat, ipotetic vorbind, de starea de
nesiguranta creata de atacurile bulgarilor din 540. Dupa anul 544/45 avem in fata
descoperiri intermitente pand la sfarsitul domniei lui Justinus II. Acest aspect ne
duce cu gandul la o grava loviturd primita de fortificatie la sfarsitul anilor '70.
Prezenta a trei monede din timpul lui Mauricius Tiberius poate sa Impinga
aceasta devastare a fortificatiei catre anul 593/94. Cele doua piese de la Heraclius
probeazd disparitia definitiva a cetatii in marele raid din anii 614-619.

ODARTSI

Fortificatia de aici este ridicata in timpul lui Anastasius I si are o existenta de
aproape un secol. Seria monetara este intrerupta mai evident la Inceputul anilor
’50 ai secolului VI (549/50-554/55). Lipsa monedelor dintre 559-561 din fortificatie
nu o putem pune pe seama urmadrilor raidurilor kutrigurilor, avand in vedere
existenta a trei piese din acea perioada descoperite In asezarea extra muros,
nefortificatd. Lipsa descoperirilor de la inceputul domniei lui Justinus II (565-566)
inclinam sd o punem pe seama starii de nesigurantd creatd de trecerea Dunarii de
catre avari In sectorul scitic. Asezarea extra muros isi Inceteaza existenta probabil
din cauza raidurilor slave din anii 576-578, raiduri care par sa fi afectat si
fortificatia. Daca in asezarea civila nu se mai reia locuirea, in fortificatie se
constatd o prezentd umand, reflectatd prin cele trei monede emise de Mauricius
Tiberius. Fortificatia pare sd-si fi incetat existenta prin anii 597/98, din cauza
raidurilor avare. Descoperirea singulard din vremea lui Phocas vine sa ne arate
existenta In zona a populatiei care cunostea si utiliza inca moneda maruntd de
bronz.

OLTINA - Capu Dealului

Descoperirile de aici sunt in exclusivitate intamplatoare, iar statutul de
fortificatie este dat doar de relatarile ing. P. Polonic¥. Se constatd o penetratie
monetara la sfarsitul domniei lui Anastasius I, continuata pana la 544/45.
Rarefierea descoperirilor (2 piese) pe o perioadd de mai mult de 20 de ani, ne face
sd credem ca situatia din anul 546 a avut repercusiuni grave asupra sitului de aici.
Monedele din timpul lui Justinus II (6 piese) ne duc cu gandul la o noua afectare a
fortificatiei la sfarsitul anilor ‘70 ai secolului al VI-lea. Piesa de la Mauricius
Tiberius (594/95) nu face decat sa semnaleze disparitia vietuirii din zond la
sfarsitul secolului al VI-lea.

ONOGUR - PALMATAE

Informatiile deficitare asupra descoperirilor de aici, desi se vorbeste de un
numar important de piese, nu duc decéat la o imagine imprecisa, la care avem doar
douad repere: debutul penetratiei monetare la Anastasius I si Incetarea functiondrii
fortificatiei din cauza atacului slav din 593/94 (ultima descoperire datata 589/90).

OSTROV - BEROE

Desi descoperirile de aici sunt foarte putine si sumar publicate, se poate
creiona un scenariu gi anume, o refacere a cetdtii In timpul lui Justinian I pana la
540, apoi o reluare a activitdtii in timpul lui Justinus II si abandonarea/distrugerea
ei la sfarsitul anilor “70 ai secolului al VI-lea.

PANTELIMONU DE SUS - ULMETUM

In fortificatia de aici se constatd aparitia primelor monede reformate la
sfarsitul domniei lui Anastasius I, cu un volum al circulatiei destul de mare, pana
in anul 540. Intreruperea seriei descoperirilor dupa 540, timp de patru ani, poate
fi cauzatd de evenimentele anului 540. Dupa 544/45 seria monedelor este
discontinua si nu se poate desprinde nici o legdtura cu evenimentele ce se
desfasoara pe teritoriul provinciei. In timpul lui Justinus II constatdm o ritmicitate
a aproviziondrii cu moneda pentru ca, in timpul domniei lui Mauricius Tiberius,
seria monetard sd devina discontinua. Totusi, ultima moneda a seriei ne arata ca
abandonarea/distrugerea fortificatiei este legatd de evenimentele de la sfarsitul
deceniului al X-lea al secolului al VI-lea. Follisul de la Heraclius, aparut dupa
doud decenii, nu arata decat circulatia unor persoane obisnuite cu moneda de
bronz in zona fostei cetati.

PACUIUL LUI SOARE

Punctul de trecere de pe aceasta insuld, probabil fortificat, se inscrie printre
siturile aprovizionate cu moneda reformata inca din prima parte a domniei lui
Anastasius 1. Seria continua pand la anul 539/40. Inca un follis din anul 545/46
incheie descoperirile din timpul lui Justinian I. Situl din insuld pare astfel afectat,
fie de evenimentele anului 540, fie de starea de nesigurantd din anul 546.
Revenirea are loc, pentru o scurtd perioada, in timpul lui Justinus II, pentru ca in
valtoarea evenimentelor de la sfarsitul anilor "70 situl sa isi piarda orice relevanta.
Cele doud piese din timpul lui Mauricius Tiberius nu fac decét sa ne arate ca in
zona existd Inca populatie obisnuita cu moneda de bronz.

TOPALU

Fortificatia, probabil refdcuta in vremea lui Anastasius I, are o functionare cu
sincope, prima dintre ele aparand in anul 540, o alta in 546. Din anul 548/49 seria
monetara este discontinud, iar intreruperea dintre 561-568 credem cda o putem
pune pe seama, fie a huno-bulgarilor (562), fie a traversarii Dundrii in zona
Scythiei de cdtre avari (566). Fortificatia de aici pare sa fie afectata de atacurile
slave de la sfarsitul anilor '70, pentru ca lovitura definitiva sd vina in vremea lui
Mauricius Tiberius, din cauza atacurilor slave din anul 593.
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TOPOLA - APHRODISION

Fortificatia de aici, conform tabloului numismatic, pare sa fi avut o scurtd
existenta, Incepand cu domnia lui Justinus II si terminand la debutul domniei lui
Mauricius Tiberius. Conform datelor numismatice, aceasta fortificatie pare sa fi
fost distrusd/abandonata din cauza atacului avar din 586/87.

VODNIANTSI - TILICIUM

Seria monetara de aici ne arata o fortificatie care a functionat incepand cu
domnia lui Justinus I si care gi-a incheiat existenta sub loviturile avaro-slave de la
sfarsitul secolului al VI-lea.

C. ASEZARI RURALE

BARAGANU

Cu 19 piese descoperite in mod izolat si diferite obiecte marunte din metal,
aici pare sa fi existat o importantd asezare romano-bizantina. Din analiza
descoperirilor monetare, rezultd ca primele monede sigur datate sunt din vremea
lui Justinus I. Se constatd o intrerupere a seriei monetare in perioada de dupa 538,
cu doud exceptii: un follis din anul 546-547 si un sfert de follis, datat larg 556/57 -
565. Seria este completata cu piese de la Justinus II si Mauricius Tiberius, ultima
fiind un hemifollis din anul 594-95. Asezarea pare sd fi disparut in conditiile
tulburi de la sfarsitul secolului al VI-lea. Eventualele cercetdri sistematice vor
putea aduce precizdri acestui scenariu.

CONSTANTA - Viile Noi

Lotul de aici ne arata, prin prezenta follisului de la Anastasius I, penetratia
monetara rapida intr-o agezare aflata in proximitatea capitalei provinciei, iar
ultima moneda din 588/89 ne face sa presupunem distrugerea acestei asezari din
cauza atacurilor avaro-slave din ultimul deceniu al secolului al VI-lea.

COSTINESTI

Descoperirile monetare izolate de aici ne aratd o asezare In care sunt
prezente emisiuni de la Anastasius I, iar ultima piesa din anul 574/75 ne
indeamna sa credem ca sfarsitul ei s-a datorat raidurilor slave din anii ‘80 ai
secolului al VI-lea.

NICULITEL

Asezarea de aici, aparuta probabil pe la jumatatea secolului al VI-lea, pare sa
fi fost In scurta vreme victima raidului kutrigur din 559. O scurtd reluare a locuirii
in anii ‘90 se incheie prin distrugerea ei la sfarsitul secolului al VI-lea. Piesa de
argint din vremea lui Constantin IV (668-685) nu face altceva decat sa sublinieze o
prezenta militarad In zona si efectul ei financiar.

OSTROV(CT)
In agezarea civila din preajma marelui orag Durostorum, penetratia monetara
debuteaza In timpul lui Justinus I. Din analiza descoperirilor din timpul lui
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Justinianus I, se observa un hiatus intre anii 539-546, ceea ce ne face sa credem ca
invazia bulgarilor din 540 a avut urmari asupra asezarii. Finalul locuirii este adus,
conform descoperirilor monetare, de atacurile slave din 581-584 sau cel avar din
586/87. De altfel, cu ocazia raidului avar din 586/87, Durostorum apare ca victima
a acestuia, alaturi de Zaldapa, Tropaeum Traiani si Marcianopolis.8®

PALAZU MIC

Probabila asezare de aici, ridicata la inceputul domniei lui Justinianus I, pare
afectatd de evenimentele anului 540. O reluare a vietuirii de aici se petrece la
inceputul domniei lui Justinus II, pentru ca atacurile slave de la sfarsitul anilor 70
sd ducd la disparitia ei.

POLKOVNIK DIAJOVO

Dupad vagile date cunoscute despre cele 19 piese descoperite aici, situatia
acestei agezdri pare a fi urmatoarea: locuirea inceputd in timpul lui Justinus I,
dureaza pana la inceputul anilor ‘80. Asezarea pare sd fi fost victima atacurilor
slave din anii 581-584 sau a celui avar din anul 586/87.

SEVERTSI

Din informatiile sumare pe care le avem cu privire la cele 39 de monede
descoperite aici, putem presupune o vietuire de aproape un secol in aceasta
asezare. Apdrutd In vremea lui Anastasius I, asezarea sfarseste, probabil, din
cauza atacurilor slave din anul 593.

TARGUSOR

Cele doua asezari de aici par sa fie una in continuarea celeilalte si anume, o
locuire mai intensd si mai indelungatd in zona de la NE de Ester, inceputa in
vremea lui Justinus I si terminatd la sfarsitul anilor ‘70 ai secolului al VI-lea, in
timpul lui Justinus II si o locuire sporadica In zona Ester, jalonatd cu monede de la
Justinus II, Mauricius Tiberius si Phocas.

TUFANI

Conform datelor numismatice, asezarea de aici pare sa fi aparut pe la
jumatatea secolului VI si sd fi fost abandonata fie din cauza avarilor (573), fie din
cauza slavilor (576-578). Emisiunile lui Mauricius Tiberius si Phocas vin sa ne
confirme existenta incd, pe teritoriul Scythiei, a unei populatii obisnuita cu
moneda de bronz, care foloseste aceasta moneda in schimburile cotidiene.

VALU LUI TRAIAN

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A Word from the Author

More than a decade ago, I managed to sketch a chapter from the monetary
history of Dobrudja, namely the Byzantine currency circulation between the 9t
and 11t centuries. Today, while inventorying a vast numismatic material, we are
able to crop another — the Byzantine currency circulation in the 6t-8t centuries -
in the same historical province. Our research is based upon the results
accumulated over four decades, through the scientific efforts of specialists and
materialized in dozens of studies, articles and numismatic monographs of some
archaeological sites.

The analyzed material can be found in several collections that we consider
useful to enumerate and analyze succinctly:

The collection of the Museum of National History and Archaeology
Constanta (MNHAC), with a total of about 1,500 coins dating from the 6t - 8th
centuries, is practically published in full, first in the 2004 monograph of three
specialists related to the museum in Constanta through their professional debut
(Gh. Poenaru Bordea, Al. Popeea, R. Ocheseanu). We are grateful to Mr. G.
Depeyrot and the colleagues from the Vasile Parvan Institute of Archaeology
from Bucharest who managed to bring to light the results of over 30 years” worth
of research. To the said monograph, we must add their articles published over the
years. Related to the collection from Constanta and some private ones too is also
the author’s activity, reflected in several articles, reviews and studies regarding
the monetary batches discovered in Adamclisi, Capidava, Constanta, Harsova (A.
Crdciun collection), Pacuiul lui Soare, Oltina - "Capu Dealului", Izvoarele —
Sucidava Moesica etc.

In 2006 were published the gold coins from the collection of the Vasile
Parvan Institute of Archaeology from Bucharest (authors A. Vilcu, T. Isvoranu, E.
Nicolae) and bronze pieces — the batches from Cernavoda-Axiopolis, Dinogetia,
Isaccea- Noviodunum, Histria, Pacuiul lui Soare and, recently, Constanta-Tomis.
Therefore, we wait with maximum interest the publication of the Tropaeum
Traiani — Adamclisi lot and other smaller ones, as well as those coming from
private collections.

The Romanian Academy Library collection, also (RAL) emphasised by the
gold coins” monograph published in 2009 by A. Vilcu, still has novel resources,
although small batches of bronze pieces were published in Collections’ Increase
(1961-1975).

The Collection of the National Museum of Romanian History, a highly rich
collection, is sporadically published. The findings from Capidava and part of the
P. Papahagi collection taken from RAL were published. Being a museum with
national coverage, many batches from private collections came here through
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acquisitions, donations or confiscation, to which we can add pieces found with
metal detectors. Nothing was published about them yet.

From the collection of “Gavrila Simion” Eco-Museum Research Institute from
Tulcea, although holding significant batches, were published, sometimes incomplete,
the discoveries from Nufdru, Murighiol-Halmyris, Slava-Rusa - Ibida, Jurilovca-
Argamum. We anticipate the lots from Isaccea- Noviodunum or Ostrov-Beroe, as well
as private collections that reached the museum’s inventories in Tulcea.

“Carol I” Braila County Museum collection contains dozens of pieces that got
there through donations and acquisitions and which are partly known through the
efforts of the researchers Gh. Poenaru Bordea, R. Ocheseanu and A. Popescu.

The collection from the Lower Danube Museum in Caldrasi contains mostly
pieces from Ostrov-Durostorum and Izvoarele-Sucidava, some of them published
in a numismatics monograph (authors M. Dima, D. Elefterescu) and, previously,
in a short article (T. Papasima).

Of the above mentioned, over 3500 pieces, which were very unevenly
distributed on the province surface (here we take into consideration also the
southern area of Dobrudja, located between the borders of Bulgaria), were
reviewed, from known places with only one piece discovered to - a few, that’s
true - places where hundreds of pieces were found.

Our research is part of a series of contributions that will eventually cover the
entire monetary history of Dobrudja, contributions belonging to different
generations of specialists: G. Talmatchi, Gh. Poenaru Bordea, A. Vertan, M. lacob,
R. Ocheseanu, the wundersigned with a first contribution, Gh. Manucu
Adamesteanu, E. Oberldnder-Tarnoveanu (the order respects the chronology of
the works’ themes).

Due to still incomplete information sources, for reasons more or less
objective, our study is just one step in deciphering the history of the monetary
circulation in Dobrudja and which could be at any time perfectible and
completed. It aims to render a more cohesive image, where the missing parts will
be added as in a real historical puzzle. For this reason, any suggestion,
information or interpretation is always welcome.

Last but not least, I would like to bring an offering of gratitude to the
colleagues from the museums in Bucharest and Tulcea, from the Numismatic
Chamber of the Institute of Archaeology "Vasile Parvan" in Bucharest and from
the Numismatic Chamber of the Romanian Academy for the provided
information.
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Research Stage

The emergence of new determinators for the Byzantine Empire coins in the
70s of the 20t century has proved a particularly compelling impetus for the study
of early Byzantine currency circulation (Proto-Byzantine) in the Balkan Peninsula,
in general and in Romania, in particular. Since then, generations of researchers
gave the utmost attention to this subject, sometimes benefiting from the
remarkable richness of the specialized institutions’ collections - research
institutes, local or central museums -. Examples are numerous, but the most
striking must be mentioned. B. Mitrea dedicated part of his work to the findings
from Constanta, Dinogetia and Pacuiul lui Soare!, and to the publication of some
northern Danube hoards? At the same time, through the chronicle of discoveries
published for over 30 years, he has brought to the public’s attention the latest
pieces found in Romania3.

O. Iliescu brought to light pieces from the collection of the Romanian
Academy Library in the institution’s publication (Collections’ Increase 1961-1975).
C. Preda focused on the inventory of the Romanian Northern Danube and
Dobrudja discoveries*, while H. Nubar (N. Hampartumian) is the one who first
synthesized the findings from Histria and its surroundings®.

The Dobrudjan Byzantine numismatics’ coryphaei must be particularly
remembered. First we mention Gh. Poenaru Bordea with numerous contributions
throughout his career, including introducing the numismatic statistics for the first
time in Romania in the last century’s 80s¢.

Next to him, his trusted collaborators, R. Ocheseanu?” si Al. Popeea$, should
not be omitted. To this three we owe also the publication of a major part of the
MNHAC collection, posthumous unfortunately®.

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Let us add to our list the researchers from Tulcea, in their early scientific
career, E. Oberldnder-Tarnoveanu and Cristina Opait!" and Mihaela lacob,
successor in the study of Tulcea collection, with contributions on findings from
the sites of Ibida (Slava Rusd)'? and Argamum (Jurilovca)®.

To the collections from Dobrudja is also linked the author’s activity, with
publications on the findings from sites - Pacuiul lui Soare, Capidava, Adamclisi,
Oltina -, Capu dealului”™ etc., from private collections (A. Craciun, V. Ciorobea,
R. Diaconu)?’ or on the inventory and mapping of the discoveries's. More recently,
the young specialist from Bucharest, T. Isvoranu, focused on the findings from
Tomis in a broader doctoral thesis?”.

The Northern Danube discoveries were the activity object of some
researchers from different corners of the country: V. Butnariu'®, Ana Maria
Velter®, O. Toropu and V. Stanga® for Oltenia, Gh. Poenaru Bordea?' and again,
E. Oberlander-Tarnoveanu with broad studies and openness to the entire Balkan
Peninsula, the result of a substantial doctoral thesis?2.

From listing the researchers, two important contributions should not be
omitted, especially since they are endorsed by prestigious American institutions. I
quote here Fl. Curta with tangential concerns about the Byzantine numismatics in

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the Balkans? and the younger A. Gandild with studies and articles related to
Scythia Minor, and also to the general situation of the Byzantine currency
circulation?. We must add the studies of researcher A. Popescu on Byzantine coin
findings? and a doctoral thesis on the currency circulation in Isaccea, with an
important part regarding the Byzantine era. We must have on our list the few big
hearted collectors - Ir. Dimian2é, I. Donoiu?’, P.I. Dicu?s.

If an as complete as it gets overview for Romania was made, one must not
forget the Bulgarian experts, few, as well as the Romanian ones, compared to the
vastness of the numismatic material. In the 70s, the study of the Byzantine
currency circulation was the work subject of the researcher Jordanka Jurukova?,
whose activity continued also later on (Arheologiia - 1972-1983). Therefore, she
joins T. Gerasimov, who has brought to light the Byzantine hoards of the
neighbouring country through his chronicle of almost four decades (IBAI - IAI).

Let’s add to the list V. Parusev with the discoveries from Kaliakra or those
isolated from Southern Dobrudja® and S. Torbatov with his synthesis of the
findings from Odartsi and the hoards from Zaldapa and Careas (Cap Shabla)3.
During his long-term activity, J. Jordanov focused also on the early Byzantine
discoveries®, as well as V. Pencev® and M. Dimitrov3, together with B. Bojkova%®
si P. Georgiev®. However, the research in Bulgaria is mainly addressed to the
study of monetary hoards and deposits and less to isolated findings, with the
notable exceptions of V. Parusev, S. Torbatov and, more recently, St. Mihailov?.

A special word must be said about Cecile Morrisson who, apart from numerous
studies, articles and monographs dedicated to this topic, along with a Balkan

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research team, gave us an excellent synthesis on the hoards of south-eastern
Europe and the Middle East®.

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Historical and numismatic considerations

The period between the reign of Anastasius I (492-518) and that of Empress
Irina (797-802) is the timeframe in which we situate our analysis'. Even though
the province's political, military, cultural and religious situation has been
discussed many times?, we do not think a brief introduction to the theme is
unnecessary, in order to keep under review the historical context in which
monetary phenomena act.

At the end of the 5t century, the Byzantine Empire had succeeded, using
either weapons or diplomacy, in removing two deadly dangers for its existence:
the threat of the Huns (477 - the last invasion) and the Ostrogoths (488 - their
orientation to Italy) and to take control along the middle and lower Danube.

Under the reign of Anastasius I the active policy at the northern border of
the empire was resumed. The measures of reorganization and restoration of the
limes can be observed both documentary and archaeologically3. Church
reorganization measures are also being taken by the emergence of the dioceses
subordinated to the archbishopric of Tomis* At the same time, the most
important ones for our study are the measures taken for currency reformation and
fiscal measures that will remain valid for several centuries’. Stability of power,
along with administrative and financial reforms, have brought prosperity to the
empire. Except for some minor conflicts, the political, military and economic
situation is flourishing®. In the Lower Danube area there are some agitations such
as: a raid of Bulgarians in Macedonia and Thessaly, in 517, or the religious flusters
and sieges of the capital by Vitalian (511-515)7. The legacy of Anastasius I -
political stability and a reserve of 23 million nomisme - is the starting point of
Justinianus I's brilliant era and has constituted its political, military and financial
base.

Starting with Anastasius I until the middle of the sixth century, the
Danubian limes is strengthened, the fortifications are repaired or even rebuilt and
a defensive system, echeloned in depth, is created to stop the barbarian raids. The
far-reaching policy promoted by Justinianus I is reflected in the trans-Danubian

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province through the numerous constructions and repairs carried out in all its
corners?.

The wars at the western and eastern borders (Italy and Persia), which absorb
most of the empire's resources, are added to an unexpected factor that strikes in
the universalist plans of Justinianus L. It is the plague and the ravages that this
disease makes in the whole empire (541-544), especially in densely populated
urban areas®. Through its virulence and comebacks, the disease leads to the
disappearance of a large number of inhabitants, producers of goods, taxpayers
and potential recruits for the imperial army. Its comebacks at different time
intervals create a state of uncertainty and, at the same time, a demographic and
financial crisis that the rulers of the empire can hardly manage. Under these
circumstances, the invasions of the northern Danube populations are becoming
more and more frequent and devastating for the Balkan provinces™.

In order to strengthen the security of Scythia province, Justinianus I
integrates it, together with Moesia Secunda, into a large administrative-financial
and military unit questura Justiniana exercitus (alongside rich and protected areas -
Caria, Cyprus, the Cyclades islands), headquartered at Odessos and with a vicar
at Tomis, at least until the time of Tiberius II Constantine!l. As a reflex of the
difficult situation in the same years, the Archiepiscopates of Tomis and Odessos
receive the approval to dispose of their real estate in order to redeem the
population fallen into slavery (544)'2.

In this situation of insecurity of everyday life, the province’s agriculture
decades, the cultivated areas are restricted, animals are being grown and
gardening is being practiced on small areas, including within the cities, on the
remaining free land™. It is the so-called ruralization of the cities, which shelter in
spaces protected by the fortified precincts an increasing number of people, many
with rural occupations and who are forced to assure their means of subsistence~.

The situation is becoming more and more dramatic during the reign of
Justinus I and his successors, given the resumption of the Byzantine-Persian war,
the return of the plague and the establishment of Avars in Pannonia. Their raids,
often along with the Slavs from the Lower Danube, have an endemic character
and show, at the same time, a well-thought-out strategy for the liquidation of
Byzantine rule in the Balkans.

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In the last few decades the researchers have established with certainty that
the Danube limes succumbs to the barbarian strikes in stages and in certain
sectors, from the Middle Danube to the river mouth!s. The Lower Danube sector
between Durostorum and Halmyris resists to a greater extent, although Avar-
Slavic pressure increases in the last two decades of the 6% century and the
beginning of the next. After 602 there are few fortifications that retain their
defensive role's, most of them having only civilian habitation, with the illusion
that the remains of the defensive walls can provide a certain safety'”. The great
cities of Scythia and Moesia Secunda continue to exist, at least until the big raid of
614-6191,

Analyzing the places of discovery of monetary hoards/deposits and coins
that conclude the series of isolated (individual) discoveries, we can form a more
accurate idea on the directions of some barbarian raids that crossed the two
provinces between the Danube and the Black Sea. At the same time, we can
appreciate with sufficient accuracy the extent of the damage produced to the
analyzed area.

Attacks at the beginning of the 6t century did not impact on the monetary
circulation in the province, neither did the commotion of provincials led by
Vitalian, a fact reflected in the evolution of the volume of currency on the market.
Only the two Bulgarian raids in 540 could be the cause of hiding/losing some
treasures on the Black Sea coast in the southern part of the province at Kaliakra,
Osenovo, Zlatnii Piasati or further to Pomorie®.

Analyzing the monetary series of the various batches available, we can see
that the commotion of the years 546-551, with the possible settlement of the Antes
in the city of Turris®, but especially with the presence of gangs of Slavic
plunderers in the province, in the area of Adina and Ulmetum cities?!, is likely to
be the cause of a rarefaction, even an intermission, in the circulation of some
rural, urban settlements and fortifications. The small number of discoveries in
some cases makes us cautious in the statements, but this possibility should be
mentioned nevertheless.

Among the possibly affected rural settlements we mention Bardganu,
Constanta - Viile Noi and Palazu Mic, to which are added the civilian districts
from Halmyris and Odartsi22. We should also add the possible settlement from
Anadolchioi neighbourhood (Constanta)) where a monetary hoard was

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discovered in 1929%. All fortifications, except for Enisala, are located on the
Danubian limes. Also, we shall mention that in Constanta batch there is a
rarefaction between the years 549-555, in the batch from Iglita between 543-548, in
the one from Izvoarele 543-548, while at Kavarna, besides this hiatus (543-554), a
hoard which was lost/hidden in these years was found?%. The agitation seems to
go away in the early '50s of the century, probably due to the liquidation of the
gangs of plunderers.

More dangerous seems to have been the Kutrigur attack of 558/559, which
only affects the fortified points and provincial cities. We may have a doubt about
Histria, Isaccea and the civil district from Halmyris, where the interruption of the
monetary series is one or two years. The other fortifications are affected to a
greater extent, some needing a few years to recover, as in the well-known case of
Dinogetia®. The attack on fortifications and cities shows the force and boldness of
the invaders who will be hardly rejected by the imperial forces?. However, the
destruction and damage caused by the invasion are relatively quickly removed?.

With the establishment of Avars in Pannonia, however, the degree of
destruction of the province is increased by the fact that the attacks become more
frequent and last longer. The Slavs and Avars station for years on the territory of
the empire, which they systematically rob. Such a situation can be seen in the late
‘70s, when the Slavic groups crossed the entire Balkan Peninsula for four years,
plundering and devastating the Byzantine settlements?.

In Dobrudja the image is that of generalized robbery and destruction. Of 36
reviewed sites, nine fortifications, seven settlements and a civilian district
(Odartsi) are permanently destroyed. Danubian cities are affected (Sucidava-
Izvoarele, Axiopolis-Cernavodd, Capidava, Carsium-Harsova, Troesmis-Iglita,
Halmyris-Murighiol), as well as cities in the centre of the province (Zaldapa,
Ibida). Due to insecurity, monetary hoards are hidden at Durostorum, Axiopolis,
Topalu(?), Halmyris (two) and maybe at Ibida.

The 587 Avar raid hits the south and, from the 14 points identified as
victims, 10 cease to exist. We refer to two cities — Zaldapa and Sucidava Moesica -,
seven fortifications — Balik, Canlia, Pdcuiul lui Soare, Polkovnik Diajovo,
Vodniantsi, Topola) and, probably, the civilian district from Halmyris. Hoards are
hidden now at Zaldapa, Tropaeum Traiani and Capidava. It is noticed that the
Avar attack aims at destroying the fortification system of the province.

The last decade of the 6t century is an alternation of imperial offensive
campaigns in the northern Danubian territory with Slavic and Avar raids in the

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Balkan provinces. In this decade, we have recorded at least two such Slavic
incursions in 593 and 595 and an Avar raid in 597-598 (perhaps also in 590/591),
with the occasion of the last one taking place also the siege of the province's
capital, Tomis (Spring of 598). Even though we have information in some of the
fortified sites about a habitation in the 7™ century and coins from Phocas and
Heraclius are discovered, fortifications on the limes lose their military role and
others cease to exist permanently. The province is ruined and devastated, only the
strong cities survive, with still functional fortifications and intense habitation. Of
the 29 points listed as targets of these raids, the cities of Axiopolis, Noviodunum,
Halmyris on the Danube, Histria, Tomis, Callatis, Acres, on the seashore and
Ibida within the province of Scythia survive. At Tropaeum Traiani urban
habitation ceases, as well as at Argamum and, probably, Carsium, but Troesmis is
permanently destroyed. The attacks of this decade are also the cause of hiding
several hoards, as follows: Tropaeum Traiani, Ibida(?), Strunga, Histria (three).

Finally, the year 602, crucial for the Danube border of the Byzantine Empire,
brings great damage, especially to some seaside settlements and, on the limes,
only to Sacidava and Axiopolis®. At Axiopolis and Histria the treasures are
hidden, the Danubian one most probably belonging to a soldier transferred here
from the Orient®. Also now, hoards are buried in Balgarevo and Ulmetum.

The resumption of the Byzantine-Persian war led to the withdrawal of the
troops from the Danube and their transfer to the East Front (604). Under these
conditions, the great Avar-Slavic raid, that probably started in 614, will liquidate
any Roman-Byzantine habitation, and will bring the whole Balkan Peninsula into
a period of ruralization, with a natural economy replacing commodity-money
exchanges.

For decades, Dobrudja remains in the attention of the court in
Constantinople, but there are no longer the means to support territorial claims.
The 7% century coins, still quite common, the seals of officials, clergymen and
even imperial, may be evidence of survival in the area of support points for the
Byzantine fleet. In formerly flourishing cities, Durostorum, Noviodunum, Tomis,
Callatis and, further south, Odessos and Mesembria, there are still habitation
centres that can support Byzantine interests.

Recent research conducted by A. Madgearu brings before us the hypothesis
of the settlement of some Avar chiefs that controlled, from a military point of
view, at least the Danubian-Pontic area. In support of this hypothesis comes the
discovery of a rider's grave at Runcu?!.

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The 680-year Danube campaign ending with the Byzantine army disaster and
the settlement of the Bulgarian tribes within Byzantine borders will separate the
Danubian provinces from the centre of the empire for nearly three centuries.

The rare connections between the two areas are due to the anti-Bulgarian
military expeditions of the emperors of Constantinople.

By analyzing the number and spread of the coins issued by the Byzantine
authorities and the density of the traces of rural, urban settlements and
fortifications in the analyzed territory, we can safely assert that during the 6t
century there is an active social and economic life, with an exchange economy,
based on the circulation of goods and money, to the most remote places.

Period analyzed in terms of monetary circulation (498-802) succeeded the 5t
century AD, when the eastern Roman Empire was on the verge of collapse,
mainly due to the strikes of the Hun Confederation and, later, of the Ostrogoths.

The picture of the monetary circulation in the epoch shows its insular nature,
mainly in the fortified settlements, either urban, or fortified support points in the
province.

Of the 45 places with monetary discoveries dated to the 5 century?, 71% are
fortified and only 29% represent alleged civilian settlements with rural character.

Also, the distribution of monetary hoards and deposits hidden/lost in this
period is suggestive for the previous characterization. Only one discovery is not
located in a Dobrudjan city or fortification3.

Following the inventory of monetary finds from 498, the year of the
Byzantine monetary system reform, until 802, temporal landmark for the
beginning of the analysis published nearly two decades ago*, we will examine,
from various perspectives, the situation of the Byzantine coin circulation in the
territory of Dobrudja®.

Numismatic discoveries situation of fortifications and urban settlements is
much better and can be studied more easily, unlike the rural sites. This is due to
the fact that large-scale excavations were made primarily in the military and
urban areas and less in the rural ones. Garrisons stationed in the fortifications and
cities of Scythia, by means of military pay offices, are additional and significant
sources to supply the provincial monetary market with new cash issued in
imperial workshops.

3% The present province of Dobrudja, located on the territory of Romania and Bulgaria, corresponded
within the borders of the late Roman Empire to the provinces of Scythia and, partly, to Moesia Secunda.
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Border provinces, in our case — Scythia and Moesia Secunda -, in relation to
the ones inside the territory, without garrisons, boost the local economy and
accelerate the rotation of money, by additional requests for supplies for the needs
of the units stationed there. It also stops the trends towards a natural economy.
Meanwhile, the extra cash recently released on the market for payments to
civilian and military clerks, is beneficial to a territory that suffered devastation,
mobilizing local forces to rebuild the economy.

By analyzing the distribution of issues from each reign, we will try to draw
some conclusions on the monetary circulation for the entire province.

Issues of Anastasius between 498-513 are present in 13 (15) cities, 5
fortifications and 1 (2) settlements*. We notice that more than 90% of the finds are
made in urban and military areas, both benefiting from defensive fortifications.

Knowing the intense work of restoration, repair and extension of Dobrudja
fortifications from the time of Anastasius I%, this distribution does not surprise
anybody. Thus, at this point it is very clear that the currency reflects more a
military and construction activity than an active economic life.

Between 512-518 the situation improves, demonstarted by increasing
numbers. Currency issues are present in 17 cities, 12 (13) fortifications and 8 (11)
settlements*. They represent a rate of about one third of all discoveries. These
calculations show us that the volume of monetary circulation was doubled in the
province but, most of all, they show the beginning of money circulation in the
rural area. In this case, we are dealing with a huge increase of over 500%,
compared to the previous period.

Situation of monetary economy continues to improve during the time of
Justinus I, when the numbers are higher for all types of sites: 17 cities, 14
fortifications, 14 (21) settlements®. The percentage calculated for this reign is
about 40%, noting that the spread of currency in rural areas has increased by at
least 75%. It is the result of years of tranquility on the Danubian limes, but also of
a sustained constructive activity.

We can talk about the existence of a monetary economy, still limited to urban
areas, but in a process of expansion.

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Justinianus I epoch, of almost four decades, with major military and political
events, very diverse and with different natural and social and economic
conditions, it is nevertheless analyzed as a whole, mainly due to the lack of
precision of the information regarding the numismatic sources. Together with the
other analyses made throughout this paper, we hope that we are approaching the
real picture of the monetary circulation in the trans-Danubian province.

Monetary discoveries from the time between 527-565 were made in 18 cities,
25 (26) fortifications and 22 (33) settlements*. Calculation of their dispersion
shows 55,55% (65,81%), rates of the total points, which represents the maximum
for the entire period studied. This is the time when the open economy,
merchandise-money, asserts oneself in the province. In the rural area we notice an
increase of over 50% of currency spread, compared to the previous period.

We may also notice the growth of circulation in the military area, due to the
increasing number of fortifications, by the efforts undertaken in the first half of
the reign?.

Except for the devastating attack of the Kutrigurs in 559, the other ones,
although numerous, do not have a significant influence on the social and
economic life of the province, fact proven also by the numismatic sources.

Regarding the reign of Justinus II, the numbers of the Byzantine coin
dispersion are the following: 17 cities, 26 fortifications, 18 (28) settlements*. This
percentage of 52,14% (60,68%) it is not much different from the previous reign.
Data show the stability of urban economy and the strength of the Danubian limes.
At the same time, open settlements, without defense, feel the effects of invasions.
Rural population retreats rapidly in the cities, sheltered by walls3.

In rural areas, we see a nearly 20% decrease in currency distribution.
Numerous settlements cease to exist. All of these phenomena happen while the
amount of coin in that epoch increases by reaching the maximum of the interval.
Of course, this is also happening due to the rising inflation®.

The figures from the reign of Tiberius II Constantin predict the economic
disaster in the Danubian-Pontic province. Monetary discoveries between the years
578-582 are found in 16 cities, 8 fortifications and one rural settlement. They
represent only 21,36% of the total reviewed points for the period between 498-619.

Dissemination of coins is done only in the urban environment, which gives
the economy an insular aspect. Again, as in the first phase of the reign of

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Anastasius I, cash supply is directed to the military and urban environment (96%
of the discoveries). We also notice the collapse of the limes, from 26 fortifications
supplied with money for pay, to only 8, ie below 33%. The figures show the grave
impact of the prolonged raids of the Slavs in the ‘80s of the 6% century.
Practically, they have obstructed the penetration channels of the Byzantine
currency in the rural environment and have severely impacted circulation in the
military and urban environments.

The efforts of Mauricius Tiberius to keep the Danube limes under control can
be noted from the figures provided by the 582-602 monetary dispersion. Monetary
discoveries are made in 17 cities, 15 (16) fortifications, 10 (12) settlements®, which
means 35,90% (38,46%). We return to the situation during the reign of Justinus I,
with the distinction that then the trend was growing, and in this case it is
declining, with accents of disaster - the disappearance of large cities and
fortifications, the hiding of some treasures -.

The monetary economy emphasizes its insularity, and moreover the volume
of currency diminishes compared to previous reigns (except that of Tiberius II
Constantin).

For the reign of Phocas, the figures of monetary dispersion in the territory
are as follows: 14 cities, 4 fortifications, 3 (7) settlements*. This represents 17,95%
(21,37%) discoveries in relation to the total of the century. The number of
settlements is decreasing, many disappearing under the strikes of Avar-Slavic
raids; the volume of currency in the urban area is decreasing. Fortifications lost
their military role, being destroyed or abandoned, even if not entirely“.

Around 86% of the finds come from urban and military environments.
Basically, money circulation outside city walls no longer exists.

Finally, the monetary finds from the time of Heraclius - only for the 610-618
range - are distributed as follows: 12 cities, 5 fortifications, 1 (2) settlements™.
These figures represent 15,38% (16,24%) of the total amount of finds from the
analyzed period.

The number of cities decreases due to the destruction done by the invaders
and the disappearance of the inhabitants - killed, enslaved, or gone to seek refuge
— because, after the raids of 614-619, we can no longer speak about the existence of
any urban settlement in the area, the fortifications being abandoned/destroyed,
and the urban life suppressed.

After the devastating Avar-Slavic attacks in the years 614-619, Scythia
province and, in fact, the whole area to the Balkans is in a disastrous state from a
political, administrative, economic, demographic, military point of view. The
picture of monetary finds is particularly suggestive. Monetary issues between the

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years 618-641 were found only in three Dobrudjan sites: Harsova (K, CON,
629/30); Mangalia (IB, ALEX, 618-28; M, CON, 629/30), Silistra (IB, ALEX, 618-29;
628/29; 632-41; 641; HEX, CON, 615-25; 625-29; M, CON, 639/40; K, RAV, 619/20),
and in the case of five coins the origin is unknown (HEX, CON 610-641; TREM
CON 610-641; K CON 629/30; K RAV 625/26; M, CON, 641).

Pieces used for pay (hexagrams) and the presence of coins only in places of
military importance - on the Danube and on the sea shore - are clear indications of
the exclusively military nature of this monetary penetration.

We notice the appearance of exotic mints in the area - Alexandria and,
especially, Ravenna - probably related to the arrival of troops from other regions
of the Empire.

Of the above results that the interest of the central administration for the
northern border of the Empire remains alive in the complex political and military
conditions in which it survives: the siege of Constantinople, the Byzantine-Persian
war and the Arab expansion®!.

There are discoveries from the time of Constans II made at Constanta (M
CON, 642/43; K CON 641-668; M CON 663/64-665/66; K CON? 658-68; M CAR
663/64-668), Isaccea (AV CON 641-46; M CON?) and Silistra (HEX CON 648-51; M
CON 642/43; 645/46; 647/48 - 2 ex.; M SYR 647-50; M CON 651/52). In the case of
four coins the origin is unknown (AV CON 662-67; SEM CON 641-68; M CON
655-58, K CAR 647-59). The reign of Constantin IV is represented by the
discoveries made at Agighiol (HEX CON 668/69), Histria-sat (AV CON), Lunca
(AV CON), Mangalia (M CON 684/85), Niculitel] (HEX CON 674-81), Silistra (AV
CON 668-85; HEX CON 669; HEX CON 674-81; M CON 674-81; I CON 669-74) and
Tulcea (AV CON). The place of discovery is unknown for half of a tremissis (668-
85).

We notice that most of monetary issues are made of precious metal, which
leads us to stipends and tributes or payments for the troops on the field. The
dissipation of discoveries on the seashore and on the Danube is evidence of the
Empire’s military interest in the area and not at all the existence of an exchange
economy.

The 7t century ends with finds from Justinianus II (M CON 686/87) from
Topalu and three pieces from Tiberius III Apsimar, one found at Constanta (M
CON 698/99) and two on the Dobrudjan territory (AR CON; M CON 701/02).
From Balcik there is a bronze piece from Leontios. We believe that the
concentration of these pieces can be attributed to the movement of troops related
to the dethroning and then the restauration of Justinianus II.

We may notice that for eight decades (620-700) there are only 11 places
where monetary discoveries were made and there are only 50 pieces, among
which 17 of precious metal (9 of silver, 8 of gold).

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After the destructions of the second decade of the century, we notice that the
settlement of the Bulgarian tribes in 680 in the territory of the Byzantine Empire
eliminates any trace of economic life in the territory between the Danube and the
Black Sea. Hoards from Constanta, Casimcea, Silistra (?), Valea Teilor also
illustrate the state of insecurity that ruled over the province's territory, a state that
will also be installed in areas closer to the imperial capital. This is the case of the
hoards from Varna® and Nesebar®, reflection of this new situation which
appeared before the Byzantine administration.

For about 100 years we find a monetary desert interrupted only by symbolic
penetration of imperial coins: Philipikos (I CON 711/12), place of discovery
unknown; Constantin V with discoveries made at Constanta (M SYR 751-755) and
Ovcearovo ( M ?), Leon IV with discoveries made at Constanta (M CON 776-80)
and Silistra (K CON 776-80) or with unspecified place of discovery (M CON
776/78) and, finally, Constantin VI and Irina with findings at Balcik (AE) and
Telerig (AR CON 780-797).

So, we have only five places where eight coins, spaced out over more than a
century, have been discovered, eloquent figures for the situation in Lower
Danube.

There are 11 mints in the territory of Scythia during the analyzed period of
time, the one from Constantinople having by far the most numerous copies, to the
mints with symbolic presence - Rome, Alexandria, Chersones, Ravenna, Sicilia
(Syracuse).

Currency issues depend on the functioning period, but also on monetary
flows that form in the economic, military, administrative and even political
activity.

For the pieces where the minting place is known, the following table is
extremely suggestive.

We notice that three of four mints are present from Anastasius I, the capital
having an overwhelming presence (95%). Nicomedia (4%) and Antioch (1%) can
not be considered significant for the money circulation of the time.

Five mints of the seven functional ones are present at Justinus I,
Constantinople with 81,62% and Nicomedia with 13,78% being representative.
Cyzicus (3%) and Antioch (1,35%) show that there was a pale penetration from
that part of the Empire. Chersones with one piece (0,27%) is an exotic appearance.

During the time of Justinianus I all 11 mints that issued coins are present.
The ranking is: Constantinople (64%) and Nicomedia (17%) with a significant
presence. In the following places, with small differences, there are Cyzicus
(5.61%), Antioch (5.44%), Thessalonica (5.17%), then Carthage (1.16%). Finally,
with a symbolic presence, we mention Rome (0,27%), Alexandria and Ravenna
(0,18%), Chersones and Sicily (0,09%).

Since the reign of Justinus II, the mints hierarchy changes with the
emergence of Thessaloniki on the second place (29.59%) after the capital, which
remains in the first place, but in a significantly lower proportion (43.34%). The
following places are occupied by Nicomedia (19%), Cyzicus (6.18%) and Antioch
(1.91%), the percentage held by Thessalonica being the largest of the whole
interval.

We notice that of the 11 mints, including the mobile one, only five are
present.

At Tiberius II Constantin, with six presences out of nine (including the
mobile one), the ranking is as follows: Constantinople (52,94%), Nicomedia
(31,76), Antioch (8,24%) — the highest percentage achieved throughout the period
— Thesalonica (5,88%) and Cyzicus (1,18%).

During the time of Mauricius Tiberius the ranking returns to the form of the
time of Justinus II: Constantinople (53,77%), Thessalonica (25,97%), Nicomedia
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(10,39%), Cyzicus (6,23%) and Antioch (3,38%). The Chersones issue (0.26%)
introduces in the monetary landscape also the northern Black Sea area. Of the 12
mints — including the mobile one — six workshops are present.

The reign of Phocas is represented by five mints of the 10 functional ones:
Constantinople (60%), Nicomedia (15,56%), Cyzicus (14,81%), Antioch and
Thessalonica (both with cu 4,44%).

By the reign of Heraclius we return to the overwhelming domination of
Constantinople (70,31%), followed by Nicomedia (20,31%), Cyzicus (4,69%),
Thessalonica (3,13%) and Rome (1,56%). Five monetary workshops are present of
the fifteen.

The overall ranking of the period regarding monetary workshops is as
follows:

I. Constantinopol - 59,93%
II. Nicomedia - 16,13%

III. Thessalonica — 14,53%
IV. Cyzicus - 5,40%

V. Antiochia - 3,28%

VI. Cartagina — 0,36%

VII. Ravenna - 0,11%

VIII. Alexandria — 0.08%
IX. Chersones - 0,08%

We add to this the workshops in Ravenna and Sicily with only one issue.

Let us note the increase in the number of mints present in the province from
Anastasius I, Justinus I to Justinianus I - when we find them entirely - followed by
a decrease (generally 50% of the number of functional workshops) until the first
two decades of the 7t century. This is the picture of the cash flows that are
heading towards Scythia to cover the cash needs of the market. In all cases, the
capital's monetary issues are substantially dominant.

We will continue to analyze money circulation primarily with batches from
urban sites, even if some of them are insufficient as statistical material and others
do not contain all data for an accurate research. Then, there are fortifications and
rural settlements. In order to simplify things, we chose the alphabetical order of
contemporary toponyms*.
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A. CITIES

ABRIT - ZALDAPA

From the city that covered more than 25 hectares®, 19 bronze pieces were
collected, echeloned from Anastasius I to Justinus II (574/75)%. The lack of
isolated pieces after this time allows us to assume that the city was a victim of the
Slave raids from the years 576-580%. A hoard with gold coins ended at 583/84
leads us to the hypothesis that the end of the site is due either to the Avar attack
of 586/87 or, less likely, to the Slavic attack of 593-5944.

ADAMCLISI - TROPAEUM TRAIANI

An already secular town, with a precinct that closes an area of 9 hectares*, it
has an important economic life, as evidenced by the monetary finds of the first
period of the reign of Anastasius I. In the second period (512-518) the circulation
is accentuated, the folles/year reform coefficient increasing over 3.5 times (368%).
During his successor, this coefficient is more than twice as high as the 512-518
stage (229%).

During Justinianus I, at stage 527-538, the folles/year reform coefficient drops
by half without a valid explanation for this phenomenon, except maybe with the
Huno-Bulgarian-Slavic attacks from 528-529, which reached Thrace®.

Stage 538-542 marks an increase of almost 2.5 times compared to the
previous stage, on a background of calm and constructive effort on behalf of the
imperial authorities®.

This is no longer the case for the next periods of the reign of Justinianus I,
542-550 and 550-565 respectively, which represent only about 40% of the previous
stage. Monetary circulation between 543/44-565 is scarce (about 1-4 coins per year,
with some interruptions). However, the city is not affected by the attack of
Kutrigurs led by Zabergan (558/59).

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During the time of Justinianus I (generally in the case of the cities there is
this characteristic) we notice the increase of the share of the small coin in the total
of circulated pieces. The average per reign is 46%, but in the period 550-565 the
percentage reached a peak of 65%. This is due to the decrease in the production of
large value coins in the capital's workshop and the increase in the production of
small pieces (1/4 and 1/8 folles). At the same time, it is worth mentioning the
increase in the circulation of the small currency as a result of monetizing the
economy, the increase in the number of daily commodity-money transactions.

During the stage 565-570 there is an increase of more than three times of the
value of the folles/year reform coefficient compared to the previous period. An
older hypothesis regarding an Avar raid on the city in 5665' can not be sustained,
the series of isolated discoveries being uninterrupted.

Stage 570-578 shows an increase of almost 50% over the previous one.
However, the small currency present in discoveries represents only 6%, which
shows a throwback of the market economy, despite the increase in cash. In fact,
during the reign of Justinus II inflationary outbreaks in monetary circulation were
recorded.

Discoveries from the time of Tiberius II Constantin, even if limited, maintain
their continuity.

During the time of Mauricius Tiberius the economic situation deteriorates,
and from the analysis of the treasures found in the city we can conclude that the
Avar raid in 586/87 reached the city®, a raid followed by the one from 592 or
perhaps 595 that ended the urban habitation at Tropaeum Traiani®®. Two coins
from 597/98 and 608/09 respectively show that, between the ruins of the city, the
settlement continued for a number of years until the site was completely
abandoned

BALCIK - DIONYSOPOLIS

From the extremely poor publishing of the monetary discoveries here, the
situation of one of Scythia's big cities - 36 hectares surrounded by the enclosure -
can only be appreciated with great approximation.

As in any large urban settlement, the first pieces are from Anastasius I
(without being able to determine at what stage of the reign).

The end of the city probably comes during the reign of Mauricius Tiberius
(one of the many Avar-Slavic raids of the last years of the 6 century).

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The piece from Phocas states that the inhabitants were still used to the
bronze coin.

Finally, the coins from Leontions and Constantin VI — Irina show us only the
return of the Byzantine Empire’s interest in the West Pontic area and the
Danube’s mouths.

CAPIDAVA

Systematic research of nearly a century in the city, with an enclosure which
includes 1.33 hectares®, brought up a significant number of Byzantine bronze
coins from the 6t — 7th centuries.

The debut is done by a piece from Anastasius I (498-512), so that in the next
stage the growth is almost 10 times (957%).

During the reign of Justinus I there is an increase three times higher in
comparison with the previous period. At the same time, small pieces (1/4 folles)
appear in the proportion of 4%.

The first stage of the reign of Justinianus I (527-538) shows a fall to about half
in comparison to the reign of his predecessor of the folles/year reform coefficient,
as in seven of the 13 analyzed samples (Adamclisi, Constanta, Kaliakra, Mangalia,
Murighiol, Dinogetia, Passim).

The following stage (538-542) has an increase of about 70% over the previous
one, in line with the situation in Adamclisi, Constanta, Histria, Kaliakra,
Mangalia, Murighiol, Dinogetia.

The following stages (542-550 and 550-565) record significant decreases,
maybe under the attacks from 546 or 559. There is a scarcity of pieces found
between 557/58-565, perhaps in connection with the Kutrigur raid (559).

At the same time, as with other cities, the circulation of the small currency
increases, reaching between 550-565, 71% of the total cash down/period, and the
reigning average is 26%.

The increase from the time of Justinus II is in line with the general trend of
the Dobrudjan monetary circulation with the same inflationary outbreak that I
have already mentioned.

The situation becomes disastrous in terms of monetary circulation during the
time of Tiberius II Constantin, when the values of the folles/year reform
coefficients decrease dramatically. For this reason, we assume that the settlement
at Capidava was hit by an Avar or Slavic raid in the '80s of the 6™ century.
Another proof is a recently discovered monetary hoard%. From that moment on,
the precinct seems to have been limited to the size of a castellum, whose

operation can be proved by monetary discoveries until the beginning of the reign
of Heraclius, the last piece dating back to 612/13.

CERNAVODA - AXIOPOLIS

Researched very little at the end of the 19t century, this double fortification
closed between its walls an area of 7.68 hectares®. From here, an insufficient
number of coins have been gathered over the years to be able to have a more
accurate picture. Under these conditions, the hypothetical scenario of the
existence of this Danubian city would be the following:

A reconstruction and a restoration of the enclosure during the time of
Justinus I with a continuity until the year 542. There is a hiatus of monetary
discoveries between 543-557, which is hard to explain in the absence of systematic
research and the little numismatic material available.

The fortress seems to have fallen prey to the Kutrigur attack (coins issued
between 559-563 are lacking) and was certainly affected by the attacks from the
'80s of the century, proof being one of the monetary treasures discovered here
(1899)%. We do not know at what level the habitation in the site continued, but it
is certain that there is a hoard whose final coin dates from 600/601% and which
makes us think at the events of the year 602 and a fragment of a hoard (1912)
ending with a coin from Heraclius®. The isolated pieces (2 of Phocas and 2 of
Heraclius), along with this last monetary hoard, argue with no doubt the
cessation of urban habitation in Axiopolis, due to the devastating Avar-Slavic
raids of 614-619.

CONSTANTA - TOMIS

The capital of Scythia province and its largest city (at least 60 hectares
enclosed by a precinct)® is, since the beginning of the monetary reform of
Anastasius I, the main beneficiary in the area.

The first issues between 498-507 are present at Tomis, as in other major cities
in the province. The folles/year reform coefficient for the period 498-512 is the
largest of the Dobrudja economic and social subsystems, which shows that it is
the site best supplied with currency.

The second stage of the reign of Anastasius I shows an increase of over 6.5
times of this coefficient in comparison to the previous period.

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The increase continued during Justinus I (see table), with more than 50% as
compared to the years 512-518.

The first period of the reign of Justinianus I (527-538) brings decreases in the
coefficient analyzed, to 50% over the previous stage. It is a situation similar to
that of Tropaeum Traiani, Capidava, Kaliakra, Mangalia, Murighiol and
Dinogetia.

The stage 538-542 brings significant increases (53% from the previous stage),
but below the values of the reign of Justinus I.

The other two stages of monetary reforms bring decreases of the folles/year
reform coefficient, although the number of coins to which we refer is one of the
highest (4.20/year).

In these stages, the small currency propagation increases as a result, on one
hand, of the decrease of the folles and 1/2 folles production of Constantinople
and, on the other hand, the generalization of everyday commodity-money
exchanges. Let us note, however, that between the years 547/48 - 554/55, the coin
flow is more rarefied. With a hidden/lost hoard at 546/47 in the suburban area
(Anadolchioi)®, it is possible to assume a state of a quite pronounced anxiety in
the analyzed chronological sequence. The 559 Kutrigur raid has no effect on the
city.

The two stages of reforms from the time of Justinus II also bring the highest
coefficients, otherwise a general situation in Scythia province. Inflation is partly
responsible for this situation.

The first stage (578-580) of the time of Tiberius II Constantine brings the fall
of the values of the folles/year reform coefficient to 18% compared to the second
part of the reign of Justinus II. This collapse of Tomis' monetary circulation may
be linked to the Slavic attacks of those years, which have made the city's
connections with the center of the empire more difficult®. The situation is general
for the 13 socio-economic subsystems analyzed in the tables.

The situation in the province's metropolis returns to a certain normality in
the second part of the reign (580-582), when the coefficient has values comparable
to those of the reign of Justinianus I (527-538, 542-550, 550-565).

The stage of the reign of Mauricius Tiberius has high values of the folles/year
reform coefficient, these being over three of the four stages from the time of
Justinianus I and at the same level with the stage 512-518. At the same time, it
exceeds twice the value of the coefficient corresponding to the period 580-582. Let
us note here that between the years 595/96-602 we find a rarefaction of cash,
which we can put, like other scholars, on the account of the Avar siege®*.

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If the stage 602-610, corresponding to the reign of Phocas, brings an increase
in the value of the folles/year reform coefficient by more than 40% compared to
the previous stage - similar to the situation in Isaccea and Kaliakra -, close to the
value of the stage Justinus I (518-527), the stage which corresponds to Heraclius'
first years of reign recorded significant decreases (64% compared to the previous
stage), but better than those of Justinianus I (527-538, 542-550, 550-565).

In view of the above, we can conclude that Tomis is also seriously affected
by the Avar-Slavic raids of 614-619. However, unlike most of the Dobrudjan
settlements, there will be a habitation, without being able to determine its level of
development, with few elements of the monetary economy - coins dated after
Heraclius stand as proof.

If the hoard of Anadolchioi is linked to the year 546/47, the one discovered in
19386 which includes pieces from the 7t century, shows that the metropolis of
Scythia has lost for a long time its urban settlement status.

From the analysis of the Tomitan batch, one can draw some conclusions
about the city's monetary economy.

We note that since the time of Anastasius I, the small coin (1/4 and 1/8 folles)
circulates on the market, even if at a rate of 7% and 6% respectively.

During the time of Justinianus I there is an increase in this ratio: 527-538 -
20%; 538-542 - 6%; 542-550 - 30%; 550-565 - 89%, the average of the reign being
54%. For the middle of the century, the hoard of Anadolchioi proves the presence
of minimi and old small currency in daily circulation.

If for the last period we add the deformation introduced by the Ermides
collection (with many pieces of small value)® to the general situation of the
monetary production of the empire’s capital, we remain in the general aspect of
the reign. We shall note that this rate is 48% during the time of Justinus II, about
29% during his successor, and in the case of Mauricius Tiberius and Phocas this
rate amounts to 17% and 12%, respectively. These figures are proof of a daily
market open to commodity-money exchanges.

The special frequency of the Cyzic and even Antiochia issues at Mauricius
Tiberius, but especially Phocas (Cyzic), leads us to the return of some soldiers
from the Oriental campaigns or the presence of merchants from the same area. We
do not exclude for the case of Antioch also the presence of some former pilgrims
to the Holy Places.

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HARSOVA - CARSIUM

The few monetary discoveries seem to show that the city was severely
affected by the attacks in 593/94. Two hemifolles from Phocas show a return of life
in the area, which probably ended in 609/10 or even later, in 614-619.

The Y% follis piece of the year 629/30 comes to indicate the still persistent
interest of the empire for the Danube line in the years after Constantinople's
failed siege.

HISTRIA

The millennial Greek town, reduced to an area of 7 hectares?”, begins its
economic revival from the first stage of the reign of Anastasius I, but it is only
symbolic. Hence the explosive growth of the next stage (over 20 times), in line
with all the important centers of the province.

For this reason, although in the reign of Justinus I the city is well supplied
with currency, the value of the folles/year reform coefficient decreases to 77%
over the previous stage. It is a special situation compared to other socio-economic
systems, except Kaliakra.

The stage 527-538 reports an increase of about 20% over the previous one.
The situation is completely different from that of Tomis, Capidava, Tropaeum
Traiani, Kaliakra, Mangalia, Murighiol and Dinogetia. The years 538-542 have a
value of this coefficient 40% higher than the previous stage, which is in
accordance with the quasi-general line of the Dobrudjan monetary circulation.

In the same general tendency, the other two Justinian stages (542-550 and
550-565) show decreasing values over the previous stages.

Even if the city fell prey to the 559 Kutrigur raid, the economy's recovery is
fast, the coins missing only between 559-560.

The period 562-566 seems more difficult, when we have only one piece from
Antiochia reviewed. Had the Huno-Bulgarians, reported in 562 with raids in
Thrace, reached this area?68

The 565-570 stage from the time of Justin II reaches the maximum value of
the folles/year reform coefficient as in other cases, partly because of the
inflationary outbreak.

The 570-578 stage is one of stagnation, the value of the coefficient reaching
94% of the previous one. Here the situation is similar to that of Iglita-Troesmis,
Mangalia and Dinogetia.

The same problems regarding the reduction of the value of the folles/reform
coefficient are encountered in the two stages from the time of Tiberius II
Constantin, 51% and 20% respectively, compared to the previous periods; we

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have to mention that for the years 578-580 the situation is general in all analyzed
cases.

Under these circumstances, stage 582-602, with a value of 3/4 of the previous
one, slightly over that of Justinus I, aligns Histria with the settlements that have
sustained the raids from the '90s of the 6% century. This can be seen from the
inventory of the pieces discovered after 594 when we notice sporadic presences
(594/95, 596/97) or even the total lack of coins (595/96, 597/98 - 602/03). The hoards
discovered in the city confirm the problems that existed at the end of the
century®.

From the time of Phocas and Heraclius we can see the decline of urban life at
Histria, the ruralization of the settlement, which led to the fact that the habitation
here ceased for good, somewhere towards the end of the second decade of the 7t
century.

As for the presence of the small coin as a sign of a monetized daily market,
the situation is as follows: during the time of Justinus I these pieces represent
more than 4% of the total, and during the time of Justinianus I it varies between
3% and 47%, the average of the entire reign being 15%. During Justinus II this
percentage drops to 12% and continues at Tiberius II Constantin by 6% and to
Mauricius Tiberius under 2%. These figures confirm also the end of urban life in
the late 6 century.

Two hoards hidden during the time of Anastasius I and mid-6t century
respectively, prove the existence on the Histrian daily market of small pieces,
some even very old.

IGLITA - TROESMIS

The city, which spread over 36 hectares”, has a symbolic presence of the
pieces issued by Anastasius 1.

It was only in the time of Justinus I that the value of the folles/year reform
coefficient started to increase (41% compared to the period 512-518 and 3.5 times
compared to 498-512).

With Justinianus I, the upward trend remains between 527-538 (almost 250%
higher than in the previous period), in contradiction with other Dobrudjan
systems, but in accordance with Histria, Isaccea, Dunareni, Odartsi.

The 538-542 stage, unlike other cases (Tomis, Histria, Capidava, Adamclisi,
Kaliakra, Mangalia, Murighiol, Dinogetia), has a value of 1/3 lower than the
previous one — a decrease which continues also between the years 542-550 by
another 11%.

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Unlike the same subsystems, stage 550-565 brings the increase of the
folles/year reform coefficient by 26% compared to the previous stage.

From the inventory of monetary discoveries, we find between the years 538-
555/56 an irregular rhythm of monetary penetration from 0 to 2 pieces - perhaps
because of the fact that the findings here are not the result of systematic research,
but come mostly from private collections. We may, however, attribute the hiatus
of 558/59 - 560/61 on the effects of the 559 Kutrigur raid.

The first stage of the reign of Justinus II (565-570) brings the maximum value
of the coefficient, so that in the second one we find, as in Histria, a stagnation, the
value of the folles/year reform coefficient decreasing by 2% compared to the
previous stage.

The reign of Tiberius II Constantine marks the serious decline in monetary
circulation, so that during Mauricius Tiberius to reach the end of the monetary
economy in the urban site of Troesmis.

The lack of discoveries between 578-580 could be attributed to Slavic raids
and the termination of the numismatic series at 591/92 on account of those in
593/9471,

The presence of the small coin in the total number of pieces from Troesmis
provides the same peak during the reign of Justinianus I (39% on average), but
the insufficiency of the pieces can introduce large distortions.

ISACCEA - NOVIODUNUM

The great Danube naval base, with an enclosure of 16 hectares?, entered the
circuit of the monetary economy during the reign of Anastasius I, but only in 507-
512. The increase between the years 512-518 is four times and shows the rapidity
of coin dispersion, helped by the presence of fleet personnel.

The increase continues during the time of Justinus I, when the value of the
folles/year reform coefficient almost doubles (181%) over the previous stage, amid
the reconstruction of the province. The upward trend continues also between the
years 527-538, as in Histria, Iglita, Dundreni and Odartsi, but with no spectacular
figures (6%).

The decrease of the coefficient value occurs in the period 538-542, similar to
the above-mentioned subsystems except Histria, reaching below half of the
previous stage (47%). More surprising is the increase of this value over two times
(216%) between years 542-550, when in all the other socio-economic subsystems
there are decreases. The value of the folles/year reform coefficient rises above that
of Justinus I and over the stage 527-538.

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As in the other cases, the mentioned coefficient decreases between 550-565,
even though the number of coins circulated is the highest, relative to the entire
reign of Justinianus I. The decrease is drastic (47% of the previous value),
reaching the 538-542 range. Let us mention here the rarefaction of money between
549-554 and the lack of discoveries between 559-561, the latter case may be the
result of the Kutrigur attacks. Let us not forget, however, that the discoveries, to a
great extent, are random and not the result of extensive systematic research.

The two stages of circulation attributed to the reign of Justinus II occupy, as
in the most frequent cases, the first places in a classification of these coefficients.
Inflationary outbreak can not be 100% responsible for these increases. Surely there
is a vivid monetary circulation on the Dobrudjan market related to the economy
of the region, but also to the coin supply of the army and of the imperial
administration.

Even though the reign of Tiberius II Constantine brings significant decreases,
however, the values of the folles/year reform coefficient are above stages 512-518,
538-542 or 582-602. The value of that mentioned index continues to decline during
Mauricius-Tiberius, at 582-602 reaching 85% of the previous stage. However, the
value is higher than the one between 512-518 and 538-542.

Hiatus from 594/95 - 600/01 may be the result of Slavic raids that have
reached much of Scythia province.

If the stage of Phocas’ reign still illustrates a monetary economy in the
Danubian site - with an increase similar to Tomis, Kaliakra -, the one at the
beginning of the reign of Heraclius (610-616) shows us a disastrous situation (22%
of the previous stage).

Isaccea, as well as the other Dobrudjan urban sites, and not only, is seriously
affected by the Avar-Slavic raids of 614-619, and the presence of the issues from
the time of Constans II represents only the interest of the empire for the naval
support point on the Danube and not some reflex of an exchange economy.

With regard to the circulation of the small coin (1/4 and 1/8 folles) in the
settlement here, as in the other cases, we find the appearance and increase of their
number during the reign of Justinianus I, with a peak in the range of 550-565 by
73%, the average of the entire reign being 43%.

For the period 565-578, the small coin represents only 9% of the total of the
reviewed pieces.

IZVOARELE - SUCIDAVA

The city here provides for quite some time materials that enrich museum or
private collections. Episcopal headquarters - see the treasure discovered in the
late 1980s7 - is one of the richest archaeological sites of Dobrudja.

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Numismatic material gathered allows us to propose the following possible
scenario (not very accurate due to the incomplete and imprecise publication of the
pieces):

There is a monetary penetration since the beginning of the 6 century also
here, which is common for the urban environment of the Lower Danube. During
the time of Justinus I, the value of the folles/year reform coefficient doubles which
is, again, common in the area.

During Justinianus I there was a decrease in the first part of the reign (527-
538). As in the case of Adamclisi, Cernavoda, Constanta, Iglita, Isaccea, Jurilovca,
Kaliakra, Slava Rusa, there is a rarefaction of cash between 540/41-557/58. The city
does not seem to have been affected by the 559 Kutrigur raid.

During Justinus II, currency supply seems to have been similar to the rest of
the area, but at the end of the reign there is also a rarefaction that might be
attributed to the Slavic attacks of the late '70s of the century.

The last coins are issues from Mauricius Tiberius and appear to be related to
the devastating attack of 586/87, when Tropaeum Traiani and Zaldapa suffer.

The lack of systematic researches and publications that embody the casual
discoveries here does not make it possible to have a more accurate and verifiable
picture of the evolution of the Sucidava Moesica at the end of antiquity.

JURILOVCA - ARGAMUM

With 5.1 hectares”™ of enclosed area, the city is among the smaller, but the
monetary discoveries here are significant for its economic life. Our analysis is
based on the data published in the Proceedings of the Numismatic Congress of
Berlin7¢ and, for this reason, no further clarification can be made.

In this case, the scenario of its existence based on the numismatic sources is
as follows:

The beginning of monetary penetration from the first stage of the reign of
Anastasius I, even if symbolic, has made the city one of the most receptive sites to
the economic revival of the early 6t century. A hoard of minimi from the time of
Anastasius I proves to us a monetary economy with daily exchanges. As in other
urban subsystems, the increase during the reign of Justinus I is significant.

Also, the first stages of Justinianus I, 527-538 and 538-542, are of significant
increase, each compared to the previous, as in the case of Histria. During the 542-
550 stage there is a dramatic decrease, so that the last period, 550-565, to have a
double increase compared to the previous one, at the same level as Justinus I
stage (similar to Troesmis, Sacidava and the Odartsi settlement).

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We find also here a large number of small pieces characteristic to this peak of
the market economy in the province of Scythia. According to the monetary
discoveries, the city was not affected by the Kutrigur raids, but there is a
rarefaction of the cash on the market between 548/49 and 554/55, and we can not
explain it on the basis of the known events taking place in the Trans-Danubian
territory. In the two stages of the reign of Justinus II we find the same peaks of the
folles/year reform chart, aligned with the general state of the area.

Both stages of circulation at Tiberius II Constantin are marked by
catastrophic decreases (about 20% of the value of the folles/year reform rate in the
previous stage), which makes us think about the consequences of Slavic attacks
that are recorded also in other sites. The inventory of Mauritius Tiberius coins
shows a hiatus between 592/93 - 598/99, which can be attributed to the Slavic
destruction of 593-594, similar to Constanta,Histria,Isaccea and Mangalia.

The presence of issues from Phocas and from the first part of the reign of
Heraclius only includes the town of Argamum among the settlements of Scythia
that cease their role after the devastation of the period 614-619.

KALIAKRA - ACRES

The harbor settlement on the promontory, enclosed by a precinct of 27
hectares”, is in the category of sites where the first reformatted issues of
Anastasius I appear. However, a single piece represents only a symbol. For this
reason, in the next stage 512-518, the value of the folles/year reform coefficient is
17 times higher than in the previous stage.

The reign of Justinus I, surprising to the other subsystems except Histria,
brings a decrease in this value (91% of the previous stage).

The decrease becomes catastrophic in the range 527-538, when the folles/year
of reign coefficient is registered by only 11% of the previous period. From this
stage comes a monetary hoard, whose last issue is from the years 527-537.

Stage 538-542, in line with most of the subsystems analyzed, increases this
coefficient by more than 7 times than the previous step.

The other two stages 542-550, 550-565 of the reign of Justinianus I lead to
significant decreases in the value of the folles/year reform index. Anyway,
throughout the reign we find an intermittent presence and a very small amount of
coin on the market of Kaliakra.

There are even periods of total shortage: 543-546, 546-554, 555-560. Under
these circumstances, we can assume that the 559 Kutrigur attack has had a
significant impact on the monetary economy here. Surprisingly, non of the stages
during the reign of Justinus II will occupy the 1st and 27 places in the top of the
folles/year of reign coefficients.

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The rarity of the issues at the end of the reign of Justinus II and their
intermittent presence at Tiberius II Constantine makes us think at the Slavic
attacks of the late 70's of the 6t century.

From the analysis of the findings dated during Mauricius Tiberius we can
draw the conclusion of the existence of a major destruction in 597 that left deep
traces, considering that in the period 597-603 there was no reviewed piece.

The increase of the monetary mass during Phocas and Heraclius is another
surprising fact for the regular circulation in the Dobrudjan sites. If for the
increases in the time of Mauricius Tiberius and Phocas there are analogies to
Tomis, for stage 610-616 the increase of the folles/year reform coefficient remains
singular.

However, from the picture of the monetary discoveries, it can also be noticed
that the Kaliakra-Acres site disappears during the Avar-Slavic raids from the
years 614-619.

Regarding the ratio between the small currency and the total of the pieces on
the market, a daily monetary economy seems to have functioned only in the time
of Justinianus I, the reign average being 53%.

During Mauricius Tiberius, the ratio reaches 6%, in line with other
Dobrudjan subsystems.

MANGALIA - CALLATIS

The city whose precinct enclosed 23 hectares in the 6t century” has, in the
first part of the reign of Anastasius I, an extremely low value of the folles/year
reform coefficient, which shows a slow penetration of the reformed currency.

In the second stage (512-518) a remarkable value (about 15 times in
comparison to the previous one) is reached, fact continued in the time of Justinus
I, when the value of this coefficient is 2.5 times higher than in the previous stage .

The trend changes in the stage 527-538, when this value drops to almost half
in comparison to Justinus I stage.

However, unlike other socio-economic subsystems (Iglita, Isaccea, Dunéreni,
Odartsi), in the next Justinian stage (538-542) there is a doubling of the value of
the folles/year of reign coefficient. The trend is reversed for the other two stages
(542-550, 550-565) when the values drop to half, respectively one third compared
to the previous stages.

After 550 we have a discontinuous supply of currency to the city market,
accentuated in the last years of the reign of Justinianus I. The configuration of
monetary penetration makes us assume that Mangalia, Callatis at that time, fell
victim to the Kutrigur raid in 559, which had long time consequences (up to
566/67, when a revival is expected).

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Even though the value of stage 565-570 is among the first, nevertheless,
unlike the other socio-economic subsystems, it does not reach the expected peak.
It is slightly above stages 527-538, 548-550. The second stage of the reign of
Justinus II records a decrease of the value of the folles/year reform coefficient of
17% over the previous stage. This stage is also clearly different from the situation
found in the other subsystems. Decreases continued during the emperor Tiberius
IT Constantine.

The increase in the time of Mauricius Tiberius is only up to the level of the
years 594/95, after which, until 602/03, we find another important hiatus. And
here it is also, as in other cases, about the Slavic raids in the city. Analyzing the
findings from Tomis and Kaliakra too, we can advance the hypothesis that the
three ports fell victim to the Avar raid in the Spring of 598, when the province's
capital was sieged.

The six coins from Phocas and Heraclius show the end of urban life at
Callatis and its continuation at a survival level, probably a maritime scaffolding
used by the Byzantine fleet. This scenario seems possible also due to the presence
of the pieces from Heraclius from 620-630, which shows the still alive interest of
the empire for the Danube province.

MURIGHIOL - HALMYRIS

The 7.5 hectares town”, enclosed by a precinct and a civilian settlement
nearby, appears with a symbolic monetary penetration in the first part of the
reign of Anastasius I, hence the steep rise (23 times) that is found in the next
stage. We can assert strongly that the revival of monetary circulation at Halmyris
begins in the period 512-518%.

The increase continued also during the reign of Justinus I, with more than
50% over the stage 512-518. It is the same trend observed in other large cities or
fortifications.

In the first part of the reign of Justinianus I (527-538), as in most of the
analyzed subsystems, we have a notable decrease (by 28%), with no destruction
caused by any raid across the Danube being archeologically documented in the
territory of Scythia.

The increase, more than double - 238% - from the period 538-542 brings the
value of the folles/year reform coefficient to the second place in the general
ranking of these values, after the one from 570-578 stage in the time of Justinus IL.

The following stages, 542-550 and 550-565, show a decrease of the rates of
this coefficient at one third (34%), respectively half (47%) compared to previous
periods.

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For the years 542-550, the decline is attributed by some authors®! to the Slavic
movements at the Danube, which create a state of insecurity in the province and
hinders the mechanisms of monetary circulation.

The decrease in the period 550-565 is due to the dense circulation of small
pieces compared to folles and 1/2 folles (69% of the total coins), as well as to the
daily money economy, which is found throughout Scythia. By analyzing the
monetary issue years, we can assume that the 559 attack had no direct effect on
the settlement here.

The monetary circulation stages attributed to Justinus II are at the top of the
folles/year reform coefficients ranking, even though two treasures discovered at
Halmyris show the difficulties the fortress underwent in the '80s of the 6t
century®. The analysis of the finds in the civilian settlement strengthens the
hypothesis of significant destruction at the end of the reign of Justinus II or the
beginning of that of Tiberius II Constantine.

The habitation continues between the walls of Halmyris until the "90s of the
6 century, when it is almost certain that the Avar-Slavic raids from 592-593 led to
the end of the urban life in this site. The scattered coins from the early 7t century
show that here, as in other Dobrudjan sites, there is still a population accustomed
to the use of the bronze coin for economic purposes.

SILISTRA - DUROSTORUM

One of the great cities of Moesia Secunda offered a rich numismatic material,
unfortunately only partially published. For this reason, we can only refer to the
situation here with regard to the beginning of Byzantine monetary circulation
under Anastasius I and its end, in the 7t century.

As we may notice, for the years 498-507 there is only one piece, but for the
next sub-period, 507-512, the circulation explodes, a tendency that is also
maintained for the 512-518 interval, when the folles/year reform coefficient is
767%. By the number of pieces and the value of the rate between the two periods
of Anastasius I, Silistra joins Constanta, which reveals the importance of this city
in the epoch.

For the last periods of existence of the monetary economy in Dobrudja, the
ratio of the folles/year reform coefficients between the first years of Heraclius'
reign and Phocas' reign is 62%, which brings Silistra alongside Mangalia and
Constanta. However, it is worth mentioning the much better situation of the 620-
680 discoveries in Silistra, compared to Constanta, Mangalia and Isaccea.

The imperial seal of Constantine IV comes to reinforce the image of this city
as a pylon of the Byzantines at the Danube.

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SLAVA RUSA - IBIDA

It is one of the great cities of Scythia in the 6% century - 24 hectares enclosed
by the fortified precinct®® - and provided a numismatic material (almost 500
pieces), enough for a pertinent analysis.

Here too we notice, as a characteristic of the local urban environment, the
early penetration of the reformed coins issued by Anastasius I, a further reason
locally being the reconstruction of the city, proved by the existence of stamped
brickss.

The coefficient of the reign of Anastasius I is among the highest. The rule of
Justinus I brings the doubling of the folles/year reform coefficient, in line with
other Dobrudjan socio-economic subsystems.

Without being able to make the separation between the four stages with the
related reforms of Justinianus I, we must note that, as in Jurilovca, there is a
rarefaction of money between 549/50 and 554/55, without an explanation fully
satisfactory. However, the 559 Kutrigur attack is illustrated by the destruction
and then the reconstruction of the West Gate® area, with the presence of
monetary deposits that strengthen this hypothesis. Regarding the presence of a
market economy at Ibida, let's note the significant number and percentage of the
small currency in the cash structure of Justinianus I and Justinus II, in full
agreement with what is happening throughout the province, especially in the
urban area.

In the first places, as in the other cases, there are the coefficients of the period
of Justinus II, even though for the beginning of the reign there is a rarefaction of
pieces, probably due to the presence of Avars in the area led by Baian (566).

As in other cases, the values of coefficients during the reign of Tiberius II are
affected by the Slavic raids of the late "70s and early "80s.

The decreases during Mauricius Tiberius' time are caused by the continuous
fights between the Byzantine Empire and the Avar-Slavs. The treasure from the
monastic complex near the city stands as proof of an attack in 593/94, as in other
Dobrudjan sites, such as Histria for example.

The rarefaction of cash during Phocas and Heraclius shows also here the
breakdown of the Roman-Byzantine market economy and the "preparation” of the
territory for a closed, autarchic economy, dedicated to self-consumption.

TULCEA - AEGYSSUS
With just seven pieces published as being discovered here, we can only
fantasize from the numismatic point of view.

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The presence of coins made of precious metal issued by Mauricius Tiberius,
Heraclius, and Constantine IV is related to the military activity of the empire in
the Lower Danube area until the end of the 7t century.

B. FORTIFICATIONS

BALIK - ADINA

From this fortified settlement there are 28 pieces dated between the reigns of
Anastasius I and Mauritius Tiberius. We encounter here also, as in most cases, the
presence of the coins from Anastasius I, unfortunately, without knowing the
period of their issuance. The end of the fortification is in the general line, during
the reign of Mauricius Tiberius, the last coin dating from the year 586/87, which
means that the fortification suffered from the Avar-Slavic attacks of the 9th decade
of the 6 century.

BALGAREVO - TIMUM

The fortification, from which isolated discovered pieces are mentioned, is
also included in the general pattern. Chronological limits are given by one coin
from Anastasius (second part of the reign, 512-518), and the last one is a 590/591
issue. This fortification too comes to an end because of Avar-Slavic raids in 592-
593.

CANLIA

The series of coins discovered at Canlia was discontinued after 538, perhaps
due to the state of uncertainty created by the 540, 546 attacks. The resumption of
circulation is very short, and this fortification might have been the victim of the
559 attack of the Kutrigurs.

Without going further with the assumptions, let us note that the last coins
are from 582/83, 583/84, which makes us believe that the definitive abandonment
of the fortification takes place due to the Avar attack of 587.

CAP SHABLA - CAREA(S)

With a very limited number of isolated discoveries, we can only assume the
consequences of the Kutrigur attack - there is a hiatus of discoveries between
559/60 - 582/83. The last coin (588/89) makes us think about the disappearance of
the fortification due to the Avar-Slavic attacks of 592/93. A hoard discovered here
confirms, at least for the period up to 565, a monetized economy illustrated by the
crushing proportion of small pieces to folles and hemifolles.
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DEBRENE

Without having precise indications, on the coins discovered here, we
mention the existence of a piece from Anastasius I and a hiatus during the reign
of Justinus I. However, the last piece dates back to 574/75, which allows us to
assume that the fortification disappeared at the end of the 8" decade of the 6t
century.

DINOGETIA

The research conducted here showed that the penetration of the Byzantine
currency came early, since the first years of Anastasius I's monetary reform. From
the analysis of the monetary series, it can be seen that the fortification was the
victim of the Kutrigur attack in 558/59, and we assume with sufficient certainty
that it came to an end in 592/93, due to the Avar-Slavic attacks.

DUNAVAT

The picture of the monetary discoveries here shows a fortification in which
the first coins belong to the reign of Justinus I, and the series continues with
pieces from the first part of the reign of Justinianus I. The hiatus of 538-568 makes
us assume that the fortification suffered because of the raids in 540. Circulation is
resumed for a short period during Justinus I, the last coins dating back to 574/75.
So, we can assume that the fortification was destroyed by the Slavic attacks at the
end of the 8t decade of the 6t century.

DUNARENI - Bratca

With 7 pieces accidentally discovered, the fortification seems to have
functioned between the reign of Anastasius I (last part) and the late 70's of the 6%
century. Its disappearance is believed to be due to the Slavic attacks of the 8t
decade of the 6t century.

DUNARENI - SACIDAVA

With an important series of isolated discoveries, largely made by accident,
the numismatic scenario of this fortification is as follows: the beginning of the
Byzantine coin penetration took place in the first decade of the 6t century and has
a continuous series until 545. The hiatus of the years 545-556 makes us think that
the fortification here was affected by the movements of the Antes in the year 546.
Also, between 559-563, the lack of discoveries suggests that the site was not
bypassed by the 559 Kutrigur raid. After a resumption of activity in the
fortification, the years 579-581, marked by the lack of discoveries, may be an
argument on the assumption that the Slavic attacks of 579/80 reached Sacidava.
The last coin of the series, dated 598/99, shows that the fortification here gave in
to the disturbances of 602. The two pieces from Heraclius constitute the material
proof that, it is not known at what level, on the site of the fortification in
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Sacidava, habitation continued at least until the great Avar-Slavic raid in the
years 614-619.

ENISALA

The analysis of the numismatic series found here shows us a monetary
penetration during Justinus I, with a significant hiatus between 543-556, maybe
due to the state of uncertainty created by the installation of the Antes in 546.
Another important interruption is marked between 559-568, most likely caused by
the Kutrigur raid. The series of monetary discoveries has become very rarefied
since 581/82, which makes us assume that the fortification here is abandoned
following the Slavic raids of the late 70s of the 6t century. As in other cases,
there is still a level of habitation that ends definitively during the great raid of
614-619.

GOLESH

The discoveries in this fortification (22 pieces) are echeloned from the last
part of the reign of Anastasius I until 574/75. With this information we can
assume that the fortification has ceased to exist due to the Slavic invasions of the
late 70s of the 6t century.

KAVARNA - BIZONE

The series of isolated monetary discoveries here fits in with the general
Dobrudjan picture, namely an early monetary penetration during Anastasius I
and a continuous series of discoveries until Heraclius. The precariousness of
information prevents us from having a nuanced picture of the situation here.
However, we can safely assert that this fortification also ceases to exist under the
blows of the great raid in the years 614-619.

NUFARU - THALAMONIUM

Although the monetary discoveries are sporadic due to the punctual
archaeological research that took place in the site, their picture suggests the
following scenario: the beginning of monetary penetration takes place during
Justinus I - the hoard of minimi from Anastasius I could have been hidden/lost at
the beginning of this reign - with a six-year hiatus after 538, which can be
hypothetically tied to the state of insecurity created by the attacks of the
Bulgarians in 540. After 544/45, we have discontinuous findings until the end of
Justinus II's reign. This makes us think at a serious blow to the fortification in the
late "70s. The presence of three coins during the time of Mauricius Tiberius can
push this devastation of the fortification to the year 593/94. The two pieces from
Heraclius prove the definitive disappearance of the fortress in the great raid of
614-619.
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ODARTSI

The fortification here is built during the time of Anastasius I and exists for
almost a century. The monetary series is more clearly disrupted in the early 50s of
the 6t century (549/50-554/55). The lack of coins between 559-561 in the
fortification can not be attributed to the effects of the raids of the Kutrigurs, given
the existence of three pieces of that period discovered in the extra muros,
unfortified settlement. We tend to account the lack of discoveries from the
beginning of the reign of Justinus II (565-566) to the state of uncertainty created
by the crossing of the Danube by the Avars in the Scythian sector. The extra
muros settlement ceases to exist probably due to Slavic raids in the years 576-578,
raids that seem to have affected also the fortification. If there is no restitution of
habitation in the civilian settlement, there is a human presence in the fortification,
reflected in the three coins issued by Mauricius Tiberius. The fortification seems
to have ceased to exist in the years 597/98, due to Avar raids. The singular
discovery from the time of Phocas comes to show us the existence of a population
in the area who knew and still used the small bronze coin.

OLTINA - Capu Dealului

The discoveries here are exclusively incidental, and the fortification status is
given only by engineer P. Polonic's accounts®. There is a monetary penetration at
the end of the reign of Anastasius I, continued until 544/45. The rarefaction of the
discoveries (2 pieces) over a period of more than 20 years, makes us believe that
the situation in 546 had serious repercussions on the site here. The coins of
Justinus II (6 pieces) makes us think that the fortification was affected again in the
late 70's of the 6™ century. The piece from Mauricius Tiberius (594/95) only points
out the disappearance of habitation in the area at the end of the 6t century.

ONOGUR - PALMATAE

The lack of information on the discoveries here, even though there is a large
number of pieces, only leads to an imprecise image, of which we have only two
elements: the beginning of the monetary penetration from Anastasius I and the
ceasing of the fortification due to the Slavic attack of 593/94 (the latest discovery
dated 589/90).

OSTROV - BEROE

Although the discoveries here are very few and briefly published, a scenario
can be drawn, namely, a restoration of the fortress during Justinian I until 540,
then a resumption of activity during Justinus II and its abandonment/destruction
at the end of the years '70 of the 6% century.

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PANTELIMONU DE SUS - ULMETUM

In the fortification we notice the appearance of the first reformed coins at the
end of the reign of Anastasius I, with a fairly large volume of circulation, until
540. The interruption of the series of discoveries after 540, for four years, can be
caused by the events of 540. After 544/45, the coin series is discontinued and no
link can be made to the events taking place in the province. During Justinus II
there is regularity in the currency supply so that, during the reign of Mauricius
Tiberius, the monetary series becomes discontinuous. However, the last coin of
the series shows us that the abandonment/destruction of the fortification is
related to the events of the late 10t decade of the 6t century. The follis from
Heraclius, appeared after two decades, shows only the circulation of ordinary
people accustomed with the bronze coin in the area of the former fortress.

PACUIUL LUI SOARE

The crossing point on this island, probably fortified, is among the sites
supplied with reformed currency since the first part of the reign of Anastasius I.
The series continues until 539/40. Another follis of 545/46 concludes the
discoveries from the time of Justinian I. The site of the island is thus affected
either by the events of the year 540 or by the state of uncertainty in 546. The
comeback takes place for a short while during Justinus II, so that the site would
lose all relevance in the midst of the events of the late "70s. The two pieces from
the time of Mauricius Tiberius only show that the population in the area is still
accustomed with the bronze coin.

TOPALU

The fortification, probably rebuilt in the time of Anastasius I, functions with
interruptions, the first of which appeared in 540, another in 546. From 548/49 the
monetary series is discontinuous and the interruption between 561-568 we think
we can put it on the account of either Huno-Bulgarians (562) or the crossing of the
Danube in the area of Scythia by Avars (566). The fortification here seems to be
affected by the Slavic attacks of the late "70s, for the final blow to come in the time
of Mauricius Tiberius, due to the 593 Slavic attacks.

TOPOLA - APHRODISION

The fortification here, according to the numismatic picture, seems to have
had a short existence, beginning with the reign of Justinus II and ending at the
beginning of Mauricius Tiberius’ reign. According to the numismatic data, this

fortification seems to have been destroyed/abandoned due to the Avar attack of
586/87.
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VODNIANTSI - TILICIUM

The monetary series here shows us a fortification that functioned since the
reign of Justinus I and which ended its existence under the Avar-Slavic strikes of
the late 6t century.

C. RURAL SETTLEMENTS

BARAGANU

With 19 pieces — isolated discoveries - and various small metal objects, there
seems to have been an important Roman-Byzantine settlement. From the analysis
of the monetary discoveries, turns out that the first coins that are dated with
certainty are from the time of Justinus I. There is an interruption of the monetary
series in the period after 538, with two exceptions: one follis from the year 546-547
and a quarter follis, dated 556/57 - 565. The series is completed with pieces from
Justinus II and Mauricius Tiberius, the last being a hemifollis from 594-95. The
settlement seems to have disappeared under the turbulent conditions of the end
of the 6™ century. Any further systematic research will be able to bring clarity to
this scenario.

CONSTANTA - Viile Noi

The lot here shows, through the presence of the follis from Anastasius I, the
rapid monetary penetration in a settlement near the capital of the province, and
the last coin of 588/89 makes us assume the destruction of this settlement, due to
the Avar-Slavic attacks of the last decade of the 6t century.

COSTINESTI

The isolated monetary discoveries here show us a settlement where issues
from Anastasius I are present, and the last piece of 574/75 leads us to believe that
its end was due to the Slavic raids of the '80s of the 6t century.

NICULITEL

The settlement here, founded probably in the middle of the 6% century,
shortly seems to have been the victim of the 559 Kutrigur raid. A brief resumption
of habitation in the "90s ends with its destruction at the end of the 6t century. The
silver piece from the time of Constantine IV (668-685) points only to a military
presence in the area and its financial effect.

OSTROV(CT)

In the civilian settlement near the great city of Durostorum, monetary
penetration begins during Justinus I. From the analysis of discoveries from the
time of Justinianus I, we notice a hiatus between 539-546, which makes us believe
that the invasion of the Bulgarians in 540 had consequences in the settlement. The
end of habitation is brought, according to the monetary discoveries, by the Slavic
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attacks of 581-584 or the Avar one of 586/87. Furthermore, on the occasion of the
Avar raid of 586/87, Durostorum appears as a victim of it, along with Zaldapa,
Tropaeum Traiani and Marcianopolis®.

PALAZU MIC

The prosumable settlement here, built at the beginning of Justinianus I's
reign, seems affected by the events of the year 540. A resumption of the habitation
here takes place at the beginning of the reign of Justinus II, so that the Slavic
attacks of the late 70s to lead to its disappearance.

POLKOVNIK DIAJOVO

Given the vaguely information that we have about the 19 pieces discovered
here, the situation of this settlement seems to be the following: the habitation
started during Justinus I, lasted until the early '80s. The settlement seems to have
been the victim of the 581-584 Slavic attacks or the 586/87 Avar attack.

SEVERTSI

From the brief information we have about the 39 coins discovered here, we
can assume a habitation of nearly one century in this settlement. The settlement,
which appeared, probably, in the time of Anastasius I, ends due to the Slavic
attacks of 593.

TARGUSOR

The two settlements here seem to be one in continuation of the other,
namely, a more intense and long-lasting habitation in the northwest area of Ester,
begun in the time of Justinus I and ended in the late 70's of the 6t century, during
Justinus II and a sporadic habitation in the Ester area, marked by coins from
Justinus II, Mauricius Tiberius and Phocas.

TUFANI

According to the numismatic data, the settlement here seems to have
appeared in the middle of the 6t century and to have been abandoned due to
either the Avars (573) or the Slavs (576-578). The issues from Mauricius Tiberius
and Phocas come to confirm the existence, on Scythia's territory, of a population
accustomed with the bronze coins and that uses this currency in everyday
exchanges.

VALU LUI TRAIAN
If the pieces here belong to the same settlement, it seems to have been
inhabited since the end of Justinus I's reign until the middle of the 6t century.
