Arta si urbanism la frontierele romanitatii. III. Propaganda imperiala

Proiectul a demarat in anul 2021, cu organizarea la Sevilla a primei editii din
seria de conferinte cu tema EIl arte y el urbanismo a las fronteras de la romanidad: de Itdlica a
Tomis. Prezentarile au fost sustinute in format mixt, fizic si online. In 5-7 noiembrie 2025
a fost organizatd editia a II-a, sub forma unui simpozion international, in cadrul caruia
au fost sustinute comunicdri stiintifice la Universitatea din Sevilla (5 noiembrie),
Universitatea din Extremadura (7 noiembrie) si vizitd de lucru in situl arheologic
Merida (6 noiembrie.).

Pentru editia a IIl-a a acestei colabordri romano-spaniole propunem ca tema
specifica, circumscrisd celei generale - Manifestarea propagandei imperiale in artd si
urbanism in doud provincii de granitd — provincii care, desi antagonice ca pozitionare fata
de centrul imperiului, sunt legate prin activitatea impdratului Marcus Ulpius Traianus —
Hispania Baetica, 1a sud-vest si Moesia Inferior 1a nord-est.

Nascut in Italica (Baetica), la limita de sud-vest a romanitatii, Traian a inclus
teritoriul danubiano-pontic in sferele administrativ-teritoriale ale imperiului, marcand
victoria sa prin ridicarea unui monument triumfal in centrul teritoriului dintre Dunare

si Marea Neagra — Tropaeum Traiani.

The project started in 2021, in Seville, where the 1% edition of the conference
series on the theme EI arte y el urbanismo a las fronteras de la romanidad: de Itdlica a
Tomis was organised, on site, as well as online. In November 2025 the 2" edition
consisted of scientific presentations at the University of Seville (5 Nov.), the University
of Extremadura (7 Nov.) and a working visit to the archaeological site of Merida (6
Nov.). For the third edition of this Romanian-Spanish collaboration, we propose as a
specific theme, included in the general one - The Manifestation of Imperial Propaganda
in the Art and Urbanism of two border provinces - which, although diametrically
oposed when considering their geografic positioning, are linked by the activity of the
emperor Marcus Ulpius Traianus — Hispania Baetica, to the southwest and Moesia
Inferior to the northeast. Born in Italica (Baetica), Trajan included the Danubian-Pontic
territory in the administrative-territorial space of the empire, marking his victory by
building a triumphal monument in the center of the territory between the Danube and

the Black Sea — Tropaeum Traiani.
