Comunicarile vor avea alocate 20 de minute, iar lucrdrile pot fi ulterior propuse spre
publicare In numadrul din 2027 al revistei ”Analele Dobrogei”, in urma unui proces de

peer-review.
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This section is intended for researchers interested in the democratic
developments in Romania, as well as the authoritarian and totalitarian regimes: the
royal dictatorship, the Antonescu regime, and the Communist one. Paper proposals are
welcomed on topics such as: the Romanian electoral system during the interwar period;
the influence of extremist ideologies on Romanian society; the Antonescu and the
Communist political regimes; political biographies; repressive policies (arrests,
deportations, exterminations); the relationship between state and society under
totalitarian regimes; sites of memory and memorial practices. Contributions offering
new historiographical interpretations or innovative theoretical approaches are
encouraged, especially those based on lesser-used or newly available documentary
resources (archival documents, press materials, diaries, memoirs). Each presentation
will be allotted 20 minutes, and papers may subsequently be submitted for publication

in the 2027 issue of the journal ” Analele Dobrogei”, following a peer-review process.
