Integrarea Dobrogei in statul roman, in urma Razboiului ruso-otoman din 1877-1878,
a constituit punctul de plecare pentru o serie de transformari politice, socio-
economice, demografice si culturale care au modelat decisiv evolutia acestei
provincii. Pentru statul roman, includerea Dobrogei a reprezentat totodatd un proces
de experimentare institutionald in domenii precum administratia juridica,
organizarea economica sau gestionarea diversitatii demografice, ale carui rezultate si
limite nu au fost inca analizate in mod exhaustiv. Din aceastd perspectiva, Dobrogea
continua sa ofere un camp de cercetare bogat si divers, deschis reinterpretarilor si
abordarilor interdisciplinare.

The integration of Dobrudja into the Romanian state following the Russo-
Ottoman War of 1877-1878 was the starting point for a series of political, socio-
economic, demographic, and cultural transformations that decisively shaped the
evolution of this province. For the Romanian state, the inclusion of Dobrudja also
represented a process of institutional experimentation in areas such as legal
administration, economic organisation, and the management of demographic
diversity, the results and limitations of which have not yet been exhaustively
analysed. From this perspective, Dobrudja continues to offer a rich and diverse field

of research, open to reinterpretations and interdisciplinary approaches.



This section aims to stimulate academic dialogue and encourage original
contributions based on new documentary resources, innovative methodological
perspectives, or regional and transnational comparisons. Studies focusing on, but not
limited to, the following areas are welcome:

¢ Ethnic, religious, and cultural diversity: majority—minority relations,
community interactions, identity politics, mobility, and migration.
