Archaeological research of medieval sites continually brings to the attention of
specialists objects of small and medium size that were used in daily life for various

purposes, such as: items of clothing and adornment, weapons, implements for



household activities, or tools necessary for the proper practice of certain crafts, etc.
Their forms, quality, and the materials from which they were made transform these
artifacts into chronological and cultural indicators, contributing to the horizontal and
vertical analysis of the sites in which they were found, as well as of micro-regions or
broader areas. At the same time, they indicate possible economic connections or the
stage of development of certain local craft activities. Artifacts may be presented by
categories or within the contexts in which they were discovered, as individual case

studies or as syntheses. Other aspects that integrate with the subject are welcome.
