Dunarea de Jos reprezinta o zona de contact si transfer cultural intre civilizatiile
mediteraneene, nord-pontice, danubiano-pontice si cele din bazinul carpatic. Acest
lucru se observa in descoperirile arheologice ale epocii, care oglindesc o evolutie
culturala, sociald si economica diferentiata a populatiilor din zona. Pe de o parte exista
zona vest pontica, unde datorita colonizarii grecesti elementele mediteraneene exercita
o influenta timpurie asupra populatiilor autohtone, pe cealalta parte, in spatii apropiate
geografic, apar elemente nord-pontice si tracice tarzii care incep sa adopte noi
tehnologii si modele economice. Acestea genereaza o problema de situare cronologica a
momentelor evolutive ale , autohtonilor”, deoarece se poate observa ca la nivel etnic, in
spatiul Dunarii de Jos, segmente ale aceleiasi populatii se situeazd simultan pe paliere

de dezvoltare diferite.

Cultural Systems on the Lower Danube in Protohistory

The Lower Danube represents an area of contact and cultural transfer between
the Mediterranean, North-Pontic, Danubian-Pontic and Carpathian basin civilizations.
This is also shown by the archaeological discoveries, which reflect a differentiated
cultural, social and economic evolution of the populations in the area. On the one hand,

there is the West Pontic area, where, due to the Greek colonization, the Mediterranean



elements exert an early influence on the autochthonous populations. On the other hand,
in neighbouring areas, North-Pontic and late Thracian elements appear, and start
adopting new technologies and economic models. This generates a problem of
chronologically situating the evolutionary moments of the "autochthonous" people,
because it can be observed that at the ethnic level, in the Lower Danube space, segments

of the same population are simultaneously located on different levels of development.
